Change 1:  Manual Conversation Recording
D.5.2.1 Recording existing 1-1 CPM Session
This subchapter describes the case where a CPM User sends a conversation recording request for an ongoing 1-1 CPM Session.
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Figure xx: sending a conversation recording request for an existing 1-1 CPM Session
1. A CPM Client A sends to the CPM Participating Function B a conversation recording request which includes an indication to the target CPM Session.
2. The CPM Participating Function A sends a CPM Session Invitation towards a CPM Controlling Function X with an address list of the two participants i.e., CPM Client A and B being already in the existing session. An indication is added for Client B to replace the existing CPM Session with new session.
3-4. The CPM Controlling Function X sends a CPM Session Invitation towards the CPM Client A.
5-6. The CPM Client A sends an OK response towards the CPM Controlling Function X.

7. A SIP session is established between the CPM Client A and the CPM Controlling Function X and the CPM Client A joins the new CPM Group Session.
8.  The CPM Controlling Function X sends an OK response to the CPM Participating Function X.

9. A SIP session is established between the CPM Participating Function A and the CPM Controlling Function X and the CPM Participating Function A joins the new CPM Group Session.
10-11. The CPM Controlling Function X sends a CPM Session Invitation with “Replace” indication towards the CPM Client B.
12-13. The CPM Client B sends an OK response towards the CPM Controlling Function X.

14. A SIP session is established between the CPM Client B and the CPM Controlling Function X and the CPM Client B joins the new CPM Group Session.

15-17. The CPM Client B sends a CPM Session leaving request towards the CPM Client A.

18-20. The CPM Client A sends an OK response towards the CPM Client B.

21. The CPM Client B sends Media to the CPM Controlling Function X.

22-23. The CPM Controlling Function distributes the received Media to the CPM Client A and CPM Participating Function A.

24. The CPM Participating Function filters the received Media with filtering criteria if included in the conversation recording request and then record the filtered output to the Message Storage Server of the CPM User requesting conversation recording.
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
