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1 Reason for Change

This contribution proposes to resolve the following Editor’s Note in 5.2.2.2.2:
Editor’s note: Pushing to one or more devices is FFS.

In case of Pushing the deferred message, out-of-band notification is sent to the CPM Clients when the CPM Clients are not registered. When the CPM Client registers the PF sends the deferred message to that CPM Client. After completion of the delivery, the PF closes the SIP session with the CPM Client. As the deferred message is removed after completion of delivery, it may be the first CPM Client registering to the CPM Service that receives the deferred message based on the current handling of deferred messages.
In order to support multiple CPM Clients, the PF should not remove the deferred message until the deferred messages are sent to all the expected(or appropriate) CPM Clients. 
It is hard for the PF to figure out how long it has to keep those messages and the PF may need to defer the deferred message after some time, which has a possibility to cause a recursive operations and will raise the complexity in the PF. Moreover CPM User may receive the same deferred messages whenever he/she registers each of his CPM Clients to the CPM service, which is confusing to the CPM User and will deteriorate user experiances.
The author would like to remove the Editor’s note without any change.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Remove the Editor’s Note
5.2.2.2.2  Pushing Deferred CPM Messages

In this method, the CPM Participating Function MAY send, when a CPM Message is deferred, a notification to the CPM Clients of the recipient for which the user preferences, device capabilities and service provider policies indicate delivering the CPM Message while these CPM Clients are not registered at this point of time. This notification MAY include information about the deferred CPM Messages.

NOTE 1:
These notifications will always be sent out-of-band, via the Push Enabler.

NOTE 2: 
These notifications can be used by the CPM Client to register itself to the CPM Service to be able to receive these queued CPM Messages as defined further down in this section.
The CPM Participating Function SHALL wait until at least one of the recipient’s CPM Clients has registered (e.g. when the CPM Participating Function receives a Registration Event Information about the CPM Clients of the CPM User) and the registered CPM Client(s) are capable of receiving some of the deferred CPM Messages. Once that happens, the CPM Participating Function SHALL decide for one of the recipient’s registered CPM Clients and then set up a session with this CPM Client and deliver those deferred CPM Messages as they have been originally received. After delivering the deferred CPM Messages, the CPM Participating Function SHALL tear down the session.
NOTE: This session is NOT a CPM Session.

After delivery, the CPM Participating Function SHALL remove from the queue those CPM Messages that were delivered.
