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1 Reason for Change

In the document, section 6.1 and section 8.3.1.3 have the same name, to avoid the confusion the name of section 6.1 should be modified. Please see the details.
Interworking decision is made by PF or CF, after the decision the message should be sent to ISF, then to the selected IWF. In the current document, the routeing path is decided by the iFC or the SIP/IP Core. How to include the interworking decision result in the message should be described. Please see the details.
R01: Addresses the comments received in the Boston F2F meeting as follows:
Ericsson: Why is the request-URI being changed?
ZTE: At this moment, there is no mechanism route request from CPM PF to ISF (i.e. there is no procedure to specify the address of ISF at CPM PF)
Ericsson, NSN, Acision: What is this MIME target address.
ZTE: target address received in CPM request in the ‘request-uri’ is included in the CPM request message body as a MIME.
Acision: Can see that we need a solution for getting the message to the ISF, but is changing the request URI the only solution?
ZTE: There might be other solution but we believe use of request-uri is more appropriate choice for SIP/IP Core to route the request to ISF/IWF.
Samsung: Solution using the Route header should be investigated.
ZTE: Route header might be feasible when request is routed directly from AS to AS (i.e. CPM PF to ISF). In the case when request is routed to ISF/IWF via SIP/IP core then request-URI is default and more appropriate choice.
Chair: author need to clarify the usage of the MIME.

ZTE: target address included in message body as a MIME by CPM PF will be used by the IWF as a target address in the non-CPM request.
Corresponding clarification/rewording is done in the text.
R02: during the July 7th CC meeting, it was suggested that we provide the proper format to include the target address in the message body. After analyzing the whole scenario, we think the target address can be included in the message body as the uri_list according to [RFC 5363].
