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1 Reason for Change

This CR proposes procedures for the Large Message Mode CPM Message at ISF.
R01: Address the following comments received during Boston meeting.
· Remove the steps 1 and 3

· Merge step 2 with step 5
· Clarifies the user preference related sub-step under step 5
R02: Addresses the comments received in R&A as follows:

· In my opinion, Step2 and Step5 was not merged in an appropriate way. As a result, current step1 is duplicated with the step 3-c. As for Step3-b, I believe how the ISF handles the non-CPM Communication Service Identifier needs to be specified, if it exists. (Hansol Inticube)
[ZTE]:My mistake, current step 1 is removed. For step 3-c, corresponding description is provided.
· 1. The original step 2 (now step 1) still needs to be removed, now that it has been merged with step 3 (formerly 5).
2. Why are almost all steps in step 3 SHOULD? I believe most of these are to be SHALL.
[ZTE]:My mistake, current step 1 is removed. All SHOULD are replaced by SHALL in old step 3.

R03: Addresses the comments received in July 07 CC  and offline.
R05: Addresses NSN comments received in R&A / off-line as follows:

- it is not clear how this relates to Appendix G in the SD 
[ZTE]: A pointer to Appendix G has been added. 
- in step 2, “adapt the non-CPM Communication Service” is strange wording. 
[ZTE]: Corresponding text is reworded.
- in step 2b, what does it mean for a NonCPM Communication Service Identifier to “exist”. Do you mean that it was received? 
[ZTE]: Corresponding text is reworded. 
- in step 2b, what does “according to service provider policies” mean? 
[ZTE]: As this step is already optional (MAY) so this text is removed.
- what is the difference between steps 2c and 2d? Merge into one step? 
[ZTE]: Yes I think both steps can be merged.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following to clause “5.1.2
Selection of the Interworking to the proper Non-CPM Communication Service”
5.1.2 Selection of the Interworking to the proper Non-CPM Communication Service

Upon receiving a SIP INVITE request with the CPM Feature Tag corresponding to Large Message Mode CPM Message, the Interworking Selection Function:

4. SHALL inspect the MIME SDP received in the incoming SIP INVITE request; and
5. SHALL select the appropriate Interworking Function to interwork to the corresponding non-CPM Communication Service. For this purpose Interworking Selection Function:
a. SHALL check service provider policies to determine if interworking to a particular service is not allowed, and if so, eliminate that particular IWF from the list of potential IWFs to be selected;
b. 
c. 
d. SHALL check SDP information (media, size, content type, etc) received in the SIP INVITE request to select an appropriate IWF that can handle media according to media characteristics (media, size or content type) received in the SDP and, if not, MAY reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response; Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
e. SHALL check for reception of a Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier in the SIP INVITE request. If a Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier is received, the Interworking Selection Function MAY bypass the remaining steps specified below, and MAY select the Interworking Function corresponding to the Non-CPM Communication Service Identifier instead;
f. If interworking is occurring in the terminating network, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL check the target user’s preferences retrieved from XDMS as described in section 8.2.1 “Retrieving User Preferences” to determine if the CPM User has indicated a preferred delivery mechanism (e.g. SMS, MMS, e-mail etc);
g. MAY, if available, interact with presence enabler to request / obtain the target user’s presence information, relative service preference’ as described in [OMA-DDS-Presence_Data_ Ext v2.0], and analyze the most preferred service from the presence information.
Note: Further detail on the selection process can be found in Appendix G of the [SD].
6. SHALL send the SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon receiving SIP 200 OK response of the SIP INVITE request from Interworking Function, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL send the SIP 200 OK response according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon receiving SIP ACK acknowledgement, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL forward SIP ACK acknowledgement according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
Upon receiving SIP BYE request, the Interworking Selection Function SHALL send the SIP BYE according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
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
