· These procedures are too high level. This is an TS, the developers should know what to implement based on these procedures. This is not the case with the proposed procedures.
( [author] OK.. I try to make it more specifically. But, basically, how to store should be describe in Message storage TS. This is Conversation TS, so to focus on the flows can be more reasonable. 
· There should be no references to RFCs 3501 and 4315 in this document, but rather a reference to the Message Storage TS (with an appropriate section reference).
( [author] Good point. I reflect it. 

· Why would the PF receive the “information (e.g. UID)” from the Message Storage Server? There is nothing it can do with that information.
( [author]  the received information should be delivered to clients to escape the resynchronization. 
3. NSN’s comments

RFC3501 does not describe how to send a CPIM body in SIP Message to an IMAP Store. You need to explain in more detail how the CPM message is being transformed into something that can be uploaded to an IMAP store and how this is being done. Similar comments apply to the other steps. More detail is needed on each step.
( [author]  I know NSN’s comments. First, because we agreed to store all of messages instead of CPIM body. So, to handle message body can be much simple. And, as I replied to Acision’s comments,  this is Conversation TS. So, for example, how to store or how to transform message for IMAP should be described in Message Storage TS
