6 Detailed Change Proposal
Change 1:  New text for section 9.2.1.8
9.2.1.8 Session Modification Request

Upon receiving a SIP re-INVITE request within an existing CPM Session including a new SDP offer as specified by [RFC3264], [RFC4566] and for MSRP sessions [RFC4975] the CPM Controlling Function:
1. SHALL validate that the new MSRP parameters in the SIP re-INVITE request are acceptable by the CPM Controlling Function according to operator policy and if not, reject the request with a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;

2. SHALL send a session modification request to the other Participants as specified in section 9.2.2.3 “Session Modification Request”;
3. SHALL determine based on local policy the minimum number of participants that must accept the session modification in order to allow the modification to proceed:
a). If enough participants have agreed to the session modification, SHALL generate a SIP 200 "OK" response as follows:

i) include a MIME SDP body as a SDP answer according to rules and procedures of [RFC3264], [RFC4566] and [RFC4975] with the new MSRP Parameters , which SHALL be from the list contained in the SDP offer contained in the SIP re-INVITE request; and,

ii) send the SIP 200 "OK” response to the SIP/IP Core along the signalling path.
iii). SHALL interact with the Media Plane as specified in 9.3 “CPM Group Session User Plane Handling” ;
b) If not enough participants have accepted the session modification, SHALL send a 488 “Not Acceptable Here” response.
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
