Change 1:  Section 9.2.1.4
9.2.1.4 Rejoining Pre-Defined CPM Group Session Request

Upon receipt of a SIP INVITE request that includes a Pre-Defined CPM Group Session Identity in the Request-URI, the CPM Controlling Function:

· 1. SHALL check whether the Pre-Defined CPM Group Session with this CPM Group Session Identity exists. If it does not exist, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL respond with a SIP 403 “Forbidden” response to the originating network and SHOULD include a Warning header with the proper warning text according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 2. SHALL check whether the Authenticated Originator's CPM Address of the joining CPM User is allowed to join. If it is not allowed to join the CPM Controlling Function SHALL respond with a SIP 403 ”Forbidden” response to the originating network and SHOULD include a Warning header with the proper warning text according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 3. SHALL in the case a Pre-defined CPM Group Session check if the <max-participant-count> as specified in [Shared-Group-XDM] is already reached.  If reached, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL return a SIP 486 “Busy Here” response to the originating network and SHOULD include a Warning header with the proper warning text according to rules and procedures of [RFC3261]. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
· 4. SHALL store the supported SIP methods if received in the Allow header;
· 5. SHALL use the display name, if a display name is included, according to the priority specified in section 6.4“ Display Name”;
· 6. SHALL accept the SIP request and generate a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP request; 

· 7. SHALL send the SIP 200 "OK" response towards the CPM Client according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core;

· 8. SHALL generate a notification to the CPM Clients, which have subscribed to the conference state event package; and,

· 9. SHALL send the SIP NOTIFY request to the CPM Clients according to rules and procedure of the SIP/IP Core.
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
