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1 Reason for Change

The requirements around pseudonyms and display name are unclear and need to be fixed. 
For display name two additional requirements are proposed. 

Note: display names, according to this proposal, are not negotiated. Hence use of offensive words or use of the same display name by different users is possible. This might be worthwhile to investigate if the technical means of a SIP display-name is used to transport pseudonyms.
For anonymity, the existing requirement CPM-CONV-024 is ambiguous and can be understood in different ways:

1. Pseudonyms can be assigned by the system rather than being negotiated between user and system.

2. A pseudonym is first proposed by a user and, after due negotiation, the final assignment comes from the system.

3. Once a user has negotiated a pseudonym for a group session, this user may continue to use the pseudonym for other purposes, e.g., for 1-1 pager mode messages in a different conversation.

The author believes that possibility 1 is a mis-interpretation, especially as it seems in conflict with CPM-CONV-023. 

Possibility 2 might represent the most probable meaning. However, as everything is said in CPM-CONV-023 already, the confusing requirement CPM-CONV-024 can simply be deleted, see Change 2 below.
Possibility 3 is an interesting feature which might be added to CPM, pending group consensus, see Change 3 below.
The group is asked to decide which of the above three possibilities on pseudonyms should be followed.

Change 1:  Display Name – add two requirements to the USA section
	CPM-USA-0xx
	A CPM User SHALL be able to define a display name for himself.

	The CPM Enabler SHALL convey an originator’s display name to the target user(s).
	CPM V1.0

	CPM-USA-001
	The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to present to the recipient CPM User, the display name of the sender as in the recipient’s address book, or a combination of the display name and other information (e.g. company name) from the recipient's address book, instead of the display name included in the originating address information.

Note: if the sender has requested not to disclose his identity then this requirement does not apply.

Change 2:  Clarify anonymity requirements

	The CPM Enabler SHOULD allow a CPM User to negotiate and use a unique Pseudonym when requesting to join anonymously in a CPM Group Session depending on the CPM Group and service provider's policy. For example, the negotiation process may reject forbidden or sensitive words.

	The CPM Enabler SHOULD provide a mechanism for a CPM User to allow CPM Users to contact each other using Pseudonyms assigned to them for a CPM Group Session.
