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1 Reason for Change

In order to simplify the process of extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session, the procedures are updated so that the initiator of the extension to a CPM Group Session is responsible for tearing down the CPM 1-1 Session once it has received notification that the other Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session has successfully joined the CPM Group Session. This simplification to the process requires the initiating CPM Client to subscribe to receive participant information. If that client does not wish to continue receiving participant information notifications, it can simply end the subscription.

Change 1:  Update to section 7.3.5
7.3.5Extending a CPM 1-1 Session to a CPM Group Session

When a Participant in a CPM 1-1 Session wants to add one or more users to the session, the CPM Client:
1. SHALL generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.];
2. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the CPM feature-tag ‘+g.oma.cpm.chat’, according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.];
3. SHALL include the CPM feature-tag ‘+g.oma.cpm.chat’, in the Contact header according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.];
The exact feature tag to be used is FFS
4. SHALL include the CPM release version in the User-Agent header ;
5. SHOULD include an Allow header with all supported SIP methods;
6. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP INVITE request to the Controlling Function URI  provisioned in the CPM Client;
7. SHALL add the invited user(s) in a MIME resource-list body according to [Error! Reference source not found.], including also the identity of the original invited user;
a. SHALL for the original invited user identity in the MIME resource list, include an Accept-Contact header with the instance-id identifying the device being used by that user in the CPM 1-1 Session;
8. The CPM Client SHALL check that the number of invited CPM Users in the URI-list does not exceed the maximum number of Participants allowed in an Ad-hoc CPM Group Session as provisioned for the CPM Client. If exceeded, the CPM Client SHOULD notify the CPM User. Otherwise, continue with the rest of the steps;
9. SHALL insert in the SIP INVITE request a Content-Type header with multipart/mixed as specified in [Error! Reference source not found.];
10. SHALL include in the SIP INVITE request a MIME SDP body as an SDP offer according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.], [Error! Reference source not found.] and [Error! Reference source not found.];
11. SHALL send the SIP INVITE request towards the controlling CPM Controlling Function according to rules and procedures of SIP/IP Core.
On receiving a SIP 200 "OK" response to the SIP INVITE request the CPM Client: 

1. SHALL store the CPM Session Identity if received in the Contact header as described in [Error! Reference source not found.]; 

2. SHALL start the SIP session timer using the value received in the Session-Expires header according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.]; and,

3. 
4. SHALL interact with the Media Plane as described in section Error! Reference source not found. ”Error! Reference source not found.”.
5. SHALL subscribe to receive the Participant information as described in section 7.4.9.1 Subscribe to receiving Participant Information.
On receiving a NOTIFY request that indicates that the original Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session has now joined the CPM Group Session, the initiating CPM Client SHALL tear down the CPM 1-1 Session by sending a SIP BYE request to the original Participant in the CPM 1-1 Session. At this point, the CPM Client MAY terminate the subscription to Participant information as described in section 7.4.9.1 Subscribe to receiving Participant Information.

7.4.9.1Subscribe to receiving Participant information
When a CPM Client subscribes to the CPM Group Session Participant information by sending a SIP SUBSCRIBE request, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL generate a SIP SUBSCRIBE request, according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.] and [Error! Reference source not found.];

2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP SUBSCRIBE request to the CPM Group Session Identity; and,

3. SHALL send the SIP SUBSCRIBE request according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

The responses to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request SHALL be handled according to rules and procedures of [Error! Reference source not found.] and [Error! Reference source not found.], and rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.

Upon receiving a SIP 200 "OK" or a SIP 202 “Accepted” response to the SIP SUBSCRIBE request the CPM Client:

1. SHALL store the contents of the Contact header field.
