3 Detailed Proposal

1. All slides up to slide 10 are for information only. User preference analysis should be based on requirements in tables only as shown in slides 11 and onward.

2. Slide 11: No need for a user preference based on Priority since priority is not well defined or understood.

3. Slide 12: No need to define a new element for CPM-Session, since the media-list already covers the specific type of media allowed or not in a CPM session. But we do need to add one media Type in the media list in the Shared Policy XDMS for Large Message mode

The <media-list> element SHALL include one of:

1) an <all-media-except> element or;

2) a list of one or more media elements selected from the list of possible media elements below.

List of possible media elements:

1) The <message-session> media element indicating session based messaging as defined in [RFC4975];

2) The <pager-mode-message> media element indicating pager mode message requests as defined in [RFC3428];

3) The <file-transfer> media element indicating file transfer as defined in [IM_TS];

4) The <audio> media element indicating a streaming media type as defined in [RFC3840];

5) The <video> media element indicating a streaming media type as defined in [RFC3840];

6) The <poc-speech> media element indicating a PoC speech media type as defined in [PoC_CP];
7) The <group-advertisement> media element indicating a group advertisement as defined in [XDM_Group] “Extended Group Advertisements”;

8) Any elements from any other namespaces defining a media element.

The <all-media-except> element MAY include a list of one or more media elements selected from the list of possible media elements above.

The <audio>, <video> and <message-session> elements:
4. Slide 14: Are User Communication preferences only used for the purpose of publishing this information as part of the user’s presence data? If that’s the case, then this is not a part of the User Preferences stored in the Shared Policy XDMS but is sent from the Client to the presence server directly and is part of the presence functionality.

5. Slide 15: Agree to reuse presence SIMPLE for all Communication Preferences. There is already capabilities in Presence to identify which contacts (watchers)  are allowed or not allowed to view a user’s presence information. 

6. Slide 17: Change “defer” to “defer and notify”, change “store and notify” to “store” and remove Ask user, remove redirect from here.

7. Slide 18 : Change “defer” to “defer and notify”, remove redirect from here.

8. Slide 19: Not needed as a user preference, the note suggests that the user preference is based on the device setting. Human users are not normally aware of content adaptation.

9. Slide 20: There is a need to have a preference for “forwarding” messages based on content types and other factors. For storing, this may contradict preferences entered by the user when he is notified and decides how the message should be handled.

10. Slide 21: For CONV-0034 Auto accept is a client feature and does not require a user preference and auto reject is specified by user preferences as described before in slide 12.

11. Slide 28: The answer to the first question is “No”, history recording applies to all conversations equally when the setting in “on”. What is a specific session? For the second question, modifying the preferences during a session will only be valid for that session and will not change the preference value stored in XDMS.

12. Slide 29: There should be no static user preferences for synchronization with message store, this is based on dynamic user actions.

13. Slide 31:  No more Content Store, so no preferences are allowed for that in CPM 1.0.

14. Slide 35: No User preferences needed for MLD-016 or MLD-07.
