7.5.2 Media Plane for CPM Session

7.5.2.1 Sending MSRP Request 
The CPM Client SHALL generate a MSRP SEND request according to rules and procedures of [RFC4579] and the following additional clarifications. The CPM Client:
1. SHALL follow the step 1 to step 7 in section 7.5.1.1 ”Sending MSRP Request”.
2. SHALL send MSRP SEND on the established MSRP connection:

7.5.2.2 Receiving MSRP Request

When the CPM Client receives a MSRP request, the Client SHALL follow the rules and procedures defined in [RFC4975] and the following additional procedure. The CPM Client:
1. SHALL check the Content-Disposition header of the Message/CPIM of a MSRP SEND request. If there is a value in the header, the terminating CPM Client SHALL follow the value.
7.5.2.3 Initiating RTP/RTCP sessions
When the CPM User wants to establish a real time multimedia CPM Session, the CPM Client SHALL include in the SDP body of the CPM Session Invitation the parameter according to rules and procedure defined in [RFC3264]
The CPM Client SHALL establish a RTP session according to rules and procedures of [RFC3550]. If multiple media are used, then each of them is transmitted as a separate RTP session.  That is, separate RTP and RTCP packets are transmitted for each medium using two different UDP port pairs and/or multicast addresses.

7.5.2.4 Receiving RTP/RTCP sessions
When the CPM Client receives a CPM Session Invitation including a RTP/RTCP session, the CPM Client SHALL follow the rules and procedures defined in [RFC3550].
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
