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1 Reason for Change

This CR specifies the procedures and parameter mapping tables related to e-mail to Large Message Mode CPM Message interworking.

R02: Addresses R&A comments as follows:
Hansol: 
In table y, as I read a comment for CPM-Conversation-ID, it is not clear how it is to be set. It seems better to put Editor''s NOTE saying like "It is FFS how to set CPM-Conversation-ID" and delete the current text(we already know what it is). As for CPM-Contribution-ID in the same table, I think the current text "Unique ID for the message" needs to be deleted also.
ZTE: Suggested EN is added but I think, to assist the reader outside of CPM group, we should give some short description about the parameter itself. Even if it is to be deleted then it should be deleted from all the tables altogether for the sake of consistency. Probably, we can solve this issue during consistency review.
NSN:
what is an “e-mail session initiation request”? Do you mean SMTP session?  [ZTE: Yes. Text reworded accordingly]
the phrase “if the message is more than 1300 bytes ends in an “)” without an opening paranthesis. Anyhow, is the intention to execute step 2 only above this limits? Please make this clearer.  [ZTE: Unnecessary closing parenthesis “]” is removed. Well, the intention of this procedure and corresponding tables is only applicable and executed if message size received from e-mail system is greater than CPM Message (i.e. 1300 bytes)]

step 4: who sends the 200 OK? Where is the BYE sent to? [ZTE: Clarification is added]
Ericsson:
In step 2, the value of 1300 bytes is supposed to be for the entire SIP MESSAGE including SIP headers. It would be better to change "if the message is more than 1300 bytes)," to "(e.g., if the size of the message is greater than the maximum size of a Pager Mode CPM Message)" In step 3, it is misleading to lead the reader into thinking multiple chunks will be required. According to RFC 4975, multiple chunks could occur if the TCP connection being used is shared by more than one application, which of course may or may not be the case and is an implementation decision. The first MSRP SEND needs to be sent to be interruptible and is only chunked if it gets interrupted. Chunks certainly do NOT need to be made at the application level. So please reword this: "the IWF subsequently sends as many MSRP SEND request as needed to transmit to the CPM System the content received in the body of SMTP DATA protocol unit." to this: "the IWF subsequently sends the content received in the body of the SMTP DATA protocol unit to the CPM System via MSRP according to [RFC4975]."
ZTE: Agree and proposed changes are reflected with the clarification in the last sentence i.e. “via MSRP SEND according to rules and procedures of [RFC4975]”

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add the following to clause “5.2.4.2”
5.2.1.2 
5.2.4.2.x
e-mail to Large Message Mode CPM Message mapping
When the e-mail IWF receives SMTP session initiation request to receive an e-mail, it SHALL perform the following

1. It accepts & acknowledges the EHLO and subsequent SMTP commands (i.e. MAIL FROM, RCPT TO) and performs MX lookup verification.
2. Once the DATA receipt is completed, if the size of the message is greater than the maximum size of a Pager Mode CPM Message, the IWF initiates a MSRP session with the CPM Participating Function of the receiver by sending a SIP INVITE request to transfer Large Message Mode CPM Message. The mapping of the relevant headers and body of the Internet Message Format [RFC 2822] to the SIP INVITE is shown in Table x and Table y.

3. Assuming the CPM Participating Function responds with a 200 OK, the IWF subsequently sends the content received in the body of SMTP DATA protocol unit to the CPM System via MSRP SEND according to rules and procedures of [RFC4975]. The mapping of the relevant headers and body of the Internet Message Format [RFC 2822] to the MSRP SEND is shown in Table z.
4. Upon receipt of the MSRP 200 OK response from the CPM recipient, the IWF sends a BYE request towards CPM recipient to terminate the MSRP session.
