5.2.2 Interworking with SMS

Interworking between CPM and SMS consists of translating CPM Messages or messages sent within a CPM Session  to SMS messages as well as translating SMS messages to Pager Mode or Large Message Mode CPM Messages, or to messages sent within a CPM Session.

Two interworking realizations are described in this TS:
· An IP Short Message Gateway (IP-SM-GW) realization, and

· An External Short Message Entity (ESME) realization.

They are functionally equivalent, and are described below.
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
