This contribution is a revision of OMA-MWG-CPM-2009-0460R03-CR_EN_removal_in_section_7.9.4.2.doc. The CPM-2009-0460 submitted in Sep and discussed in the Shenzhen meeting and the LA meeting twice.  There also is a lot of offline discussion on it.
In order to make the Reason For Change clear, I submit this new contribution and intend to remove Editor Notes in Section 7.4.8,
Editor’s note: The following sentences are FFS: 
“3. SHALL check the joined users against the access policy of the CPM User and display the blocked users who joined in the conference. The access list is stored in the [Shared-Policy-XDMS] and MAY be cached on the CPM Client.

NOTE: The CPM Client fetches the joined/existing users in the CPM conference from the SIP NOTIFY request body and checks whether those users are in the block list of the CPM User. The block list may be stored in the CPM Client or fetched from the [Shared-Policy-XDMS].”
In the SIMPLE IM, there is a similar function with this. This function can let CPM User know which users are blocked by him in the ongoing group session. But because of multi-usage in the CPM, the block list in the clients maybe changed by his other client. So the change of the block list should be got by subscription or other method in order the block list in the client is up to date.

7.4.9.2 Receive Participant Information notification
Upon receiving an incoming SIP NOTIFY request that is part of the same SIP dialog as the previously sent SIP SUBSCRIBE request for subscribing to participation information, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL handle the request according to rules and procedures of [错误！未找到引用源。] and [错误！未找到引用源。];
2. SHALL display the current Participant Information (e.g. joined/left users) of the CPM Group Session to the CPM User;
3. SHALL identify the receiving CPM Client’s own information with the “yourown” attribute of the <user> element as defined in Appendix M of [错误！未找到引用源。]. 
4. MAY display the blocked users who joined in the CPM Group Session by comparing the current joined participant(s) to the CPM User's block list stored in the device.
