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1 Reason for Contribution

In section 5.3.2.2 of the AD there is still an editor’s note left stating that the details of the interactions between CPM and CAB will be provided after study in the SD and TS phases. However, at the Los Angeles meeting it was decided, due to lack of input, that CPM 1.0 will not support any interactions with CAB.

This input contribution provides 2 different options on how to handle this editor’s note and allows the MWG-CPM group discuss on the option it prefers.

2 Summary of Contribution

Discussion of the best method to resolve the single remaining editor’s note in the CPM AD. Two options are provided to select from.
3 Detailed Proposal

Two different options are possible:
1. Handle the editor’s note by removing all mentioning of CAB from the CPM AD, as it is not clear if and how CPM and CAB relate to each other.

2. Handle the editor’s note by simply removing it and leaving the relationship between CPM and CAB unspecified.

The two options are attached to this input contribution as formal change requests.
