8.3.1.3 Interworking decision on Originating side

Editor's note: Priority: HIGH

The CPM Participating Function SHALL handle a CPM Message or a CPM Session invitation according to the following steps:

· If the destination address is not SIP URI address or TEL URI address, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session invitation to the Interworking Selection Function for interworking. 
· Otherwise, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session invitation as specified in section 8.3.1.1.1 “Receive Pager Mode CPM Message from CPM Client” for pager mode message, or as specified in section 8.3.1.1.3 “Large Message Mode CPM Message Request Originating at CPM Participating Function” for large mode message. When the CPM Participating Function receives the error response from SIP/IP Core, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session invitation to the Interworking Selection Function.

Editor’s note: Whether interworking is occurring on all error responses or a subset of them is FFS.

In order to send the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation to the Interworking Selection Function, the CPM Participating Function SHALL act as a UAC, as defined in [RFC3261], and send the SIP MESSAGE request (corresponding with a Pager Mode CPM Message or a CPM Message Disposition Notification) or SIP INVITE request (corresponding with a Large Message Mode CPM Message or a CPM Session Invitation) directly to the Interworking Selection Function, without routing the SIP request via the SIP/IP Core.

Change 2:  Another change

8.3.2.5 Interworking Decision on Terminating Side

When the CPM Participating Function receives a CPM Message or CPM Session invitation, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check the CPM User preferences from XDMS as per interface XDM-4 specified in [OMA-XDM-Shared-Profile]. If the user preferences require the interworking with the Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session invitation to the Interworking Selection Function. 

When the CPM Participating Function has sent the terminating CPM Message or CPM Session invitation to the SIP/IP Core, and received the error response, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check the CPM User preferences from XDMS as per interface XDM-4 specified in [OMA-XDM-Shared-Profile]. If the user preferences require the interworking with the Non-CPM Communication Service, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session invitation to the Interworking Selection Function.
In order to send the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation to the Interworking Selection Function, the CPM Participating Function SHALL act as a UAC, as defined in [RFC3261], and send the SIP MESSAGE request (corresponding with a Pager Mode CPM Message or a CPM Message Disposition Notification) or SIP INVITE request (corresponding with a Large Message Mode CPM Message or a CPM Session Invitation) directly to the Interworking Selection Function, without routing the SIP request via the SIP/IP Core.

Change 3:  Update CPM Controlling Function interworking procedures.
9.5 Interworking decision at the Controlling Function

The CPM Controlling Function SHALL handle a CPM Message or a CPM Session Invitation according to the following steps:

· If the destination address is not SIP URI address or TEL URI address, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation to the Interworking Selection Function for interworking. 
· Otherwise, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL send the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation as specified in section 9.1 “CPM Message” for CPM Message, or as specified in section 9.2.2.1 “Session Invitation Request” for CPM Session. 
In order to send the CPM Message or CPM Session Invitation to the Interworking Selection Function, the CPM Controlling Function SHALL act as a UAC, as defined in [RFC3261], and send the SIP MESSAGE request (corresponding with a Pager Mode CPM Message or a CPM Message Disposition Notification) or SIP INVITE request (corresponding with a Large Message Mode CPM Message or a CPM Session Invitation) directly to the Interworking Selection Function, without routing the SIP request via the SIP/IP Core.
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
