Agreed and incorporated all 3 changes proposed by these 2 comments: providing clarification of the text (F088), adding the content-type differentiator (F089.) Regarding the editor’s note (F091), no action was taken yet, and CR#2010-0027 still has a “Reserved” status!
This R01 version of the CR contains changes proposed by Ericsson (Mr. Michel Houde) and one note related to the context header.
The R02 version of this CR contains changes proposed during the review of the R01 version by the CPM Group meeting in Paris on 10 March 2010. With fulfilling of the proposed changes requested by CONR F088 & F089, the Editor’s Note should be removed, hence CONR F091 also closed.
This R03 version addresses the following comments:

Ericsson: Ericsson initiated discussions 2010/03/25 with Alcatel-Lucent as we see this CR could be improved.
Acision:

1. With the current contents of the section, the editor''s note should not be removed. We need to define the content-type that constitutes a session history.
2. Also, the SD describes a model where the CPM Session History is a single object containing all the data that is exchanged as part of the session. So the mentioning of references to other objects is not correct. 
3. There is still mentioning of the "Message Object" in the remaining text, this needs to be removed as there is no link between the Session History Object and the Message Object.
4. It is unclear what this context header is being used for. How does that relate to the parts of a CPM Session History?
5. Why are we mentioning the updating of a Session History Object. The procedures as described in the SD detail that a CPM Participating Function will only store the Session History Object when the CPM Session has finished, so there is no need to update the Session History Object.

5 Recommendation

All proposed changes have been incorporated, directly stated the Session History Object’s similarity to the IMAP Message, the need for a new “context-type” header was added and the Editor’s Note was deleted. Comments and proposed changes by the CPM Group meeting were incorporated. In addition with the introduction of Session History Object’s own IMAP Message Context Header to differential between different message content-types, the Editor’s Note can be removed.

The comment by Ericsson was resolved as the agreement was reached on the text of the NOTE over the email discussion as follows:
NOTE: the registration of contexts for Session History objects can as well be used by the CPM Client for representing the objects’ content types differently.

Regarding Acision’s R&A comments, agreed to remove any mention of “Message Objects” withing a Session History Object. Also, once a Session History object is stored, no updating of the object will be supported and the text proposed for updating the Session History Object  is deleted. With the proposed revisions and addition of the “NOTE”, this author sees no need to reinstate the Editor’s Note.

5.2.3   Session History Object

The Session History Object is another type of IMAP message in the context of [RFC3501] which has its content-types. Therefore, the definition and identity specification of the “Message Object”  SHALL be applicable to the Session History Object, which consists of a UID, a UIDVALIDITY and their values.
With respect to the Session History Object’s specific content-type, an IMAP message context header field SHALL be used as a searchable attribute.  This header will be used for differentiating between different content-types. 
NOTE: the registration of contexts for Session History objects can as well be used by the CPM Client for representing the objects’ content types differently.

The Session History Object SHALL contain references to the original objects pertaining to the session it represents. 
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
