Comment: Requirement CPM-HLF-026 is unclear. What does this mean?

Proposed Change: Delete requirement?

CR#2010-0080 proposed to close this comment by removing CPM-LHF-026. In reasoning for removal, it stated that “The requirement is deemed unclear, and the submitter of this CR doesn’t know what is being meant with the requirement. Therefore it is better to simply delete the requirement.”
In Section 5 below, this CR tries to explain the requirement, propose a slightly better wording for it  and recommends that the requirement be kept in its revised version.
This R01 version of the CR addresses the following comments:

Acision: The proposed rewording of the requirement doesn’t help in clarifying what is meant, as the problem is actually with the "any type of connectivity", which is maintained.
What is meant with this "any kind of connectivity"? Does this mean that we need to provide an SMS based interface to access the network-based storage (note that SMS can be considered as connectivity)?
Acision maintains that it is better to simply remove the requirement, as it doesn’t seem to add any value to what CPM is trying to achieve.
NSN: According to the commenter’s recollection, HLF-026 was introduced to specify CPM in a way that it will work via any IP-based network, be it cellular, wireline, or whatever. The proposed rewording however, while being meaningful, introduces a brand-new requirement. NSN objects to this at this stage of development.

5 Recommendation

Requirement CPM-HLF-026 states: “The CPM Enabler SHALL allow the CPM User to use any type of connectivity, subject to service provider policies and the capabilities of the CPM enabled-network (e.g. to access his/her network-based storage).” 
As mentioned in the example of the requirement “to access his/her network-based storage”, the resources stored in the CPM User’s network-based Message Storage may be accessed/used via User’s web client/portal for a variety of apps. This requirement is a normative way of assuring the availability of such resources enabled by “the capabilities of the CPM enabled-network.” In today’s apps oriented trend in communications, this requirement plays a key role to align the CPM enabler’s capabilities with the industry’s trend. A separate CR will be prepared to specify exposition of CPM’s utilities for use by web portals.
In regards to Acision’s comment, it is the understanding of this contributor that the CPM enabler should allow external access and connectivity to its functions and resources within the bounds and limitations of its specified interfaces and their protocols as well as the service provider’s policy. The former condition is already there by qualifying it as any connectivity that is subject to “the capabilities of the CPM enabled-network”. Therefore, the requirement is meaningful and does not leave it wide open to any types of connectivity!
Regarding NSN’s comment, the original text of the requirement used the “network-based storage” as an example of inward connectivity. In agreeing with the point by NSN on the merit of this requirement, the wording of “any IP-based network” can be added as an example of outward connectivity.
Section 6 below presents a slightly revised version of Requirement CPM-HLF-026 to be incorporated in CPM RD.
