All these comments show that the text on the interworking of CPM Messages with a disposition notification request is unclear. Therefore it is better to completely rewrite these paragraphs, also with the current contents of the Interworking TS in mind, which handle the necessary interworkings without the elaborate distinctions between messages sent to a CPM Group, etc. There only the value of the Original-To header is stored (if present) and used in the generated IMDN.
Therefore this change request proposes a rewrite of the original text to be in line with the TS, and to simplify the text. The rewrite also handles the comments mentioned above.

The author agrees that an explanation was to be given here.

In the paragraph that is being changed the storing of information for being able to generate an IMDN is being discussed. The IWF, to be able to generate and IMDN, needs to know the message reference of the CPM Message that was received, in order to include that in the IMDN. This is what the CPM Contribution Identity denoted in the paragraph. There is no need to store the CPM Conversation Identity at all, as it is not needed to generate the IMDN.
Also, looking at the IMDN RFC and our TS documents, the CPM Contribution Identity isn’t used at all in the generation of an IMDN, so the mentioning of the CPM Contribution Identity in this paragraph is wrong. This has been fixed in this revision by replacing “CPM Contribution Identity” with “message identifier”.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update section 5.3.1.3.
5.3.1.3 Interworking Execution

Upon receiving a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the selected Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to a non-CPM session invitation or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and send the non-CPM session invitation or the non-CPM message towards the address provided by the Interworking Selection Function. 

The Interworking Function MAY respond to the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message prior to receiving a response from the Non-CPM Communication Service (e.g., per service provider policies, to prevent the risk of timeout).

Upon receiving a CPM Session modification request, the Interworking Function SHALL check if the offered Media Stream is supported by itself. If supported, the Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session modification request to a non-CPM session modification or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and send the non-CPM session modification or the non-CPM message towards the same non-CPM address as used at CPM Session establishment. Otherwise, the Interworking Function SHALL reject the CPM Session modification request with an appropriate error response.
Upon receiving a disposition notification, the Interworking Function SHALL convert the disposition notification to a non-CPM disposition notification and route the non-CPM disposition notification towards the address provided in the received Non-CPM Message.
When interworking a CPM Message with a disposition notification request, depending on the Non-CPM Communication Service, the selected Interworking Function SHALL store all information from the CPM Message necessary to create an disposition notification (message identifier, address information, disposition notification request information) together with identifying information of the corresponding message for the Non-CPM Communication Service.

NOTE 3:
The exact definition of identifying information depends upon the target non-CPM Communication Service. For example, identifying information can be a numeric id, user address, time stamp or combination of these parameters.

Once a session between the CPM User and the non-CPM User has been established, the Interworking Function SHALL convert the Media exchanged via the session.
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
