4. Introduction

This document provides the Technical Specifications designed to fulfil the requirements and architecture pertaining to the:

· CPM Interworking Selection Function (ISF),
· CPM Interworking Function (IWF), 
· CPM-IW1, and 
· CPM-IW2,
outlined in the Converged IP Messaging Requirements document [OMA-CPM-RD], and the Converged IP Messaging Architecture [OMA-CPM-AD].
This document describes the interworking selection and principles of interworking with Non-CPM Communication Services. This document specifies the interworking with:

· SMS,
· MMS,
· e-mail,
and provides detailed mapping of these Non-CPM Communication Services protocols with CPM.

Deployment examples are provided in the Converged IP Messaging Architecture [OMA-CPM-AD].
Even though this document only specifies the interworking with:

· SMS,
· MMS,
· e-mail,

this document contains a generic description for interworking that could be used to provide interworking to other types of messaging services in a proprietary manner. 

This document described the interworking functionality from CM to a non-CPM service and from a non-CPM service to CPM:

1. In the CPM to Non-CPM Communication Services path

· The ISF first gets the CPM communication (e.g., message, session) and selects the instance of the IWF best suited to interwork it (e.g., SMS, MMS), then

· The IWF gets the CPM communication and interwork it to the protocol used by the Non-CPM Communication Services (e.g., MMS). It is to be noted that the Non-CPM Communication Services protocol is used as is, without altering it in any way.

2. In the Non-CPM Communication Services to CPM path

· The IWF gets the Non-CPM Communication Service (e.g., MMS) and interwork it to CPM, then sends it to the CPM Participating Function.
