Change 1: Fix Section 8.4.4
8.4.4 Modifying a CPM 1-1 Session

Upon receiving a SIP re-INVITE request the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL act as specified in section 8.4.1.1 “Receive CPM Session Invitation”  except the step 4;
2. If the CPM Participating Function is a B2BUA, it SHALL generate a SIP re-INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and the following clarifications. The CPM Participating Function:
a. SHALL set the Request-URI to the contact address received in the SIP 200 “OK” response to the initial SIP INVITE request for the CPM Session to be modified;
b. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’ , according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3841];
c. SHALL include a User-Agent header to indicate the OMA CPM release version of the CPM Server as specified in Appendix D ”Release Version in User-agent and Server headers”;
d. SHALL include the same URI identifying its own address that was used in the initial SIP INVITE request and the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’ in the Contact header of the SIP re-INVITE request;
e. SHALL include the option tag ‘timer’ in the Supported header;
f. SHOULD include the Session-Expires header with the refresher parameter set to ''uac'' according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4028];
g. SHALL set the Conversation-ID header, Contribution-ID header and InReplyTo-Contribution-ID heder to the same value that was used in the initial SIP INVITE request, respectively;
h. SHALL include a SDP body as a SDP offer in the SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3264] , [RFC4566] and [RFC4975] and information received in the SDP from the originating client.
3. If the CPM Participating Function is a Proxy, SHALL remove its own address from the Route header in the received SIP re-INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261];
4. SHALL send the SIP re-INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of the SIP/IP core.
Upon receiving a SIP final response, the CPM Participating Function SHALL act as specified in section 8.4.1.1 “Receive CPM Session Invitation”.
Upon receiving from an Interworking Function a SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response to SIP re-INVITE request for adding a new Media Stream, the CPM Participating Function responsible for making interworking decision:

1. SHALL forward the SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP core or if supported, MAY establish a new session for the new Media Stream.
In order to establish a new session for the new Media Stream, the CPM Participating Function:
1. SHALL check if service provider policy allows to establish a new session for the new Media Stream;  
2. If allowed, SHALL generate a SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261 and the following clarifications. The CPM Participating Function:
a. SHALL set the Request-URI to the address of the Interworking Selection Function;
b. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’ , according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3841];
c. SHALL include a User-Agent header to indicate the OMA CPM release version of the CPM Server as specified in Appendix D ”Release Version in User-agent and Server headers”;
d. SHALL include a URI identifying its own address and the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’ in the Contact header;
e. SHALL include the option tag ‘timer’ in the Supported header;
f. SHOULD include the Session-Expires header with the refresher parameter set to ''uac'' according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4028];
g. SHALL set the Conversation-ID header, Contribution-ID header and InReplyTo-Contribution-ID heder to the same value as in the received SIP re-INVITE request, respectively;
h. SHALL include a MIME SDP body for the new Media Stream as an SDP offer in the SIP INVITE request;
i. 
j. The CPM Participating Function SHALL send the SIP INVITE request directly to the Interworking Selection Function.
3. If not allowed, SHALL forward the SIP 488 "Not Acceptable Here" response according to the rules and procedures of SIP/IP core.
