Acision’s comments
1. Don''t agree with the response to D382. Indeed it is indicated what is the client''s own participant information, but the step only mentions that the client needs to identify this. What will the client do with the knowledge that this is its own participant information? We are not identifying this for the fun of it.
2. Note that for D383 a reference to the IM specification will make things harder to read for our readers, as they will have to flip to other specifications, that they probably don''t have readily available. Still prefer to have the information in our own spec, possibly with a Note stating that this is exactly the same as for the IM Enabler.
3. Don''t agree with the response to D384. I''m not questioning the usefulness of the feature here, but nowhere else in the CPM specifications (not even RD, AD, and SD) we are talking about a blocked user list. So, if we want to support this feature, we should start adding this all over the place, instead of only mentioning it here, without explaining how a CPM User can set up the block list.
