Change 1:  Add new section 7.4.X
7.4.X    Dynamic Storage of Sessions

7.4.X.1 Request Storing during CPM Session

When the CPM User wants to initiate storing of the CPM Session during an ongoing CPM Session, the CPM Client 
1. SHALL, if it is a 1-1 CPM Session: 

a. follow the procedures as specified in section 7.3.5 “Extending a CPM  1-to-1 Session to a CPM Group Session ”, and;

b. add the PSI for the History function (e.g., History@<hostname>) to the URI list according to [RFC5366].
2. SHALL, if it is a CPM Group Session:
a.
generate an initial SIP REFER request as specified in section  7.4.6 “Invite other users to existing CPM Group Session” and according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515]; 

b.
set the Request-URI of the SIP REFER request to the CPM Session Identity of the ongoing CPM Session according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515];
c.
set the Refer-To header of the SIP REFER request to the PSI for the History function (e.g., History@<hostname>);
d.
set the REFER method to INVITE. This will cause the CPM Participating Function to invite itself to the ongoing CPM Group Session.

The CPM user will be informed by a NOTIFY request when the recording starts as described in [RFC3515]. 
7.4.X.2 Requesting to End Storage during CPM Session

When the Participant wants to terminate an ongoing recording of a CPM Session, the CPM Client

1. SHALL generate an initial SIP REFER request as specified in section 7.4.7 “Remove Participants from a CPM Group Session” and according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515];

2. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP REFER request to the CPM Session Identity of the ongoing CPM Session; 

3. SHALL set the Refer-To header of the SIP REFER request to the PSI for the History function (e.g., History@<hostname>) according to rules and procedures of [RFC3515];
4. SHALL set the method parameter "BYE" in the Refer-To header. This will cause the CPM Particpating Function to end the recording of the ongoing session.

A SIP NOTIFY request will be received when the recording ends, as a result of sending the SIP REFER request.
