Change 1:  Modify section 9.3
9.3 CPM Group Session Media Plane Handling


The CPM Controlling Function bridges media streams for CPM Group Session participants.  
9.3.1 MSRP Session Handling for CPM Group Session
The CPM Controlling Function relays MSRP Media streams between originating network and terminating networks. In general, the CPM Controlling Function:

· SHALL maintain a MSRP session for each participant who accepted the MSRP session;
· SHALL distribute received MSRP messages to each participant who accepted the MSRP session.

To establish the MSRP connection, the CPM Controlling Function:

1. SHALL act as MSRP client for sending MSRP SEND request according to [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm];
2. SHALL act as an "active" endpoint to open the transport connection according to [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm]; and
3. SHALL establish the MSRP connection towards each participant who accepted the MSRP session according to the MSRP connection parameters in the SDP answer received in the 200 “OK” response according to [draft-ietf-simple-msrp-acm];
Upon receiving a MSRP SEND request, the CPM Controlling Function:

1 S
2 HALL generate and send MSRP 200 OK response to the MSRP SEND request;
3 SHALL generate a MSRP SEND request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4975] with the following clarifications:
a. SHALL set To-Path header according to the MSRP URI(s) received in the answer SDP in accordance with rules and procedures of [RFC 4975];
b. SHALL set From-Path header according to the rules and procedures of [RFC 4975];
c. SHALL set “To” header value as received in the MSRP SEND;
d. SHALL set “From” header value as received in the MSRP SEND;
e. SHALL set the content type as Content-Type = message/cpim as described in [RFC3862];
4 SHALL send the MSRP SEND request towards each participant who accepted the MSRP session (both CPM Users and/or non-CPM Users) excluding the one that sent the MSRP SEND request via established MSRP connections.

9.3.2 RTP/RTSP Session Handling for CPM Group Session
The CPM Controlling Function SHALL establish RTP sessions and relay RTP and RTCP packets between originating network and terminating networks according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3550]. In general, the CPM Controlling Function:

· SHALL maintain a RTP session for each CPM Group member who accepted the RTP session;
· SHALL relay or distribute received RTP and RTCP to each CPM Group member who accepted the RTP session.
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
