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1 Reason for Change

At the Bangkok meeting both documents OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0225R05 and OMA-COM-CPM-2010-373R01 were agreed. The end result is that the introductory text introduced by document OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0373R01 is no longer complete, as it doesn’t mention the interworking of CPM Sessions (that was introduced by document OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0225R05).
Also, at the same time, due to interactions between documents OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0373R01 and OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0229R03 not all changes proposed by OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0373R01 (i.e. the removal of text in section 5.2.3.1.2) were incorporated in the Interworking TS.

This change request corrects this situation by introducing the interworking of CPM Sessions in the introductory sections for MMS interworking and by proposing updates to section 5.2.3.1.2 so that document OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0373R01 is fully incorporated.
R01 fixes an additional point in section 5.2.3.1.1 where the newly added session interworking was missed.
R02 fixes a glitch introduced when on-line editing OMA-COM-CPM-2010-0373 at the Bangkok meeting and provides some additional editorial clean-ups.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Update introductory section on the CPM (
5.2.3.1.1 Interworking from CPM to MMS

When the MMS IWF receives a CPM request that is to be sent to an MMS user, it SHALL determine the address of the recipient’s MMS Relay/Server (e.g., via an ENUM/DNS query).

In general the handling of the MMS IWF for interworking CPM requests to MMS messages is as follows:

· When the MMS IWF receives a Pager Mode CPM Standalone Message (i.e. a SIP MESSAGE request containing the CPM Feature Tag “3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.msg”) it SHALL handle the Pager Mode CPM Standalone Message as described in section 5.2.3.1.1.2 “Pager Mode CPM Message to MMS message mapping, MM4 Forward”.
· When the MMS IWF receives a Large Message Mode CPM Standalone Message (i.e. a SIP INVITE request containing the CPM Feature Tag “3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.largemsg”), it SHALL handle the Large Message Mode CPM Standalone Message as described in section 5.2.3.1.1.5 ”Large Message Mode CPM Message to MMS message mapping”.

· When the MMS IWF receives from the MMS network an MMS delivery notification (i.e. an MM4_delivery_report.REQ [3GPP TS23.140]) that is associated with a previously interworked CPM Message, it SHALL handle the MMS delivery notification as described in section 5.2.3.1.1.3 “MM4_delivery_report to Pager Mode CPM Delivery Notification mapping”.
· When the MMS IWF receives from the MMS network an MMS read reply (i.e. an MM4_read_reply.REQ [3GPP TS23.140]) that is associated with a previously interworked CPM Message, it SHALL handle the MMS read reply as described in section 5.2.3.1.1.4 “MM4_read_reply_report to Pager Mode CPM Delivery Notification mapping”.
· When the MMS IWF receives a CPM Session Invitation (i.e. a SIP INVITE request containing the CPM Feature Tag “3gpp-service.ims.isci.oma.cpm.session”), it SHALL handle the CPM Session as defined in section 5.2.3.1.1.6 “CPM Session Invitation to MMS message mapping”, section 5.2.3.1.1.7 “MSRP SEND to MMS message parameters mapping during a CPM Session”, section 5.2.3.1.1.8 “CPM Session closing request to MMS message mapping” and section 5.2.3.1.1.9 “Sending Participant Information to MMS user”.
Change 2:  Update introductory section on the MMS ( CPM Interworking.
5.2.3.1.2 Interworking from MMS to CPM









In general the handling of the MMS IWF for interworking MMS messages to CPM requests is as follows:

· When the MMS IWF receives an MM4_forward.REQ request [3GPP TS23.140] for an MMS message that can be interworked to a CPM Standalone Message with a size smaller than 1300 bytes, it SHALL handle the MM4_forward.REQ as described in section 5.2.3.1.2.2 “MMS to Pager Mode CPM Message mapping, MM4 Forward”.

· When the MMS IWF receives an MM4_forward.REQ request [3GPP TS23.140] for an MMS message that needs to be interworked to a CPM Standalone Message with a size equal to or bigger than 1300 bytes, it SHALL handle the MM4_forward.REQ as described in section 5.2.3.1.2.5 “MMS message to a Large Message Mode CPM Message mapping”.

· When the MMS IWF receives a CPM Message disposition notification containing a delivery status that is associated with a previously interworked MMS Message, it SHALL handle the CPM Message disposition notification as described in section 5.2.3.1.2.3 “Pager Mode CPM Delivery Notification to MMS MM4_delivery_report mapping”.
· When the MMS IWF receives a CPM Message disposition notification containing a display status that is associated with a previously interworked MMS Message, it SHALL handle the CPM Message disposition notification as described in section 5.2.3.1.2.4 “Pager Mode CPM Delivery Notification to MMS MM4_read_reply_report mapping”.
· When the MMS IWF receives and MM4_forward.REQ request [3GPP TS23.140] for an MMS message that is sent within the scope of an existing CPM Session and the MMS message contents represents the service provider defined text indicating the MMS user wants to leave the session, it SHALL handle the MM4_forward.REQ as described in section 5.2.3.1.2.7 “MMS message to CPM Session Leaving request mapping”.
· When the MMS IWF receives an MM4_forward.REQ request [3GPP TS23.140] for an MMS message that is sent within the scope of an existing CPM Session and the MMS message contents does not represent the service provider defined text indicating the MMS user wants to leave the session, it SHALL handle the MM4_forward.REQ as described in section 5.2.3.1.2.6 “MMS message to MSRP SEND parameters mapping during a CPM Session”.
NOTE:
The sender’s MMS Relay/Server may send the same MM4_forward.REQ request to many recipients in a single SMTP transaction, each identified by its own RCPT To. The MMS IWF will have to generate individual CPM messages per RCPT To.
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
