This R01 version addresses the following R&A comment :
Acision: Acision doesn''t see the added value of the whole paragraph that is being added, as it is simply repeating what is already in RFC 5259, which is referenced ear lier in the section. The only added value is the mentioning of what kind of conversions can be done. Acision suggests to replace the entire paragraph that is proposed to be added with a single note:

"Note: The CONVERT and UID CONVERT commands can be used to transcode the media type of a MIME part into another media type and/or into the same media type with different encoding parameters.".

5 Recommendation

To specify that the preview includes conversion to the media type requested by the client, changes are proposed to include the CONVERT extension defining CONVERT and UID CONVERT commands that are used to transcode the media type of a MIME part into another media type and/or the same media type with different encoding parameters. In addition, the behavior of these commands are specified to be according to [RFC3516] and its Content Transfer Encoding (CTE) considerations.

Agreed with the proposal and changed the CR as suggested. All proposed changes are presented in Section 6 below.  
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  CPM TS Message Storage Section 6.1.1.3 Object Preview Fetch Operation  

6.1.1.3   Object Preview Fetch Operation

When a CPM Client needs to fetch a preview of a message object, session history object or standalone Media Object from the active folder on the Message Storage Server, the Message Storage Client SHALL send to the Message Storage Server a CONVERT or a UID CONVERT request as defined in [RFC5259] with the UID pointing to the stored object on the Message Storage Server to be previewed. 
Note: The CONVERT and UID CONVERT commands can be used to transcode the media type of a MIME part into another media type and/or into the same media type with different encoding parameters.

NOTE1: A “Preview Fetch” operation MAY involve a server-side content adaptation in response to the client request for the stored object in a compacted or digested form rather than in its original full size and shape.
NOTE2: Conversions only affect what is sent to the Message Storage Client, and the original data in the Message Storage Server SHALL NOT be converted.
