Comment: IWF also has to transport the following to the non-CPM side: notification about termination of a session.  And participant information (participants joining, leaving).

Proposed Change: add appropriate text. Verify if this has impact on SD and TS.

On interworking session termination, it is obvious that this has to be supported when session invitation is supported. Hence, text for this is proposed for the AD, see below. For the SD, there is no text on session termination in interworking scenarios. However, the author does not believe it is strictly necessary to add such text. On TS level, the Interworking TS has the following text
· Section 5.2.1.3 describes session termination from CPM to non-CPM in a generic way for SMS, MMS, and e-mail. There is no corresponding generic text for non-CPM to CPM session termination.
· For SMS to CPM, there seems no possibility for an SMS user to leave a session (though he is given the choice to accept or reject a session invitation)

· For CPM to MMS, there is a specific section on “session closing”. For MMS to CPM, there is a short section on “MMS Message to CPM Session Leaving request mapping”. 
· For email, there seems no specific text at all regarding session handling (invite, modification, termination, etc), neither for CPM to email nor for email to CPM.

Note: wording is inconsistent as well as following terms are used in our documents: session termination, session closing, session leaving. Leaving is different from termination as leaving does not necessarily imply termination. However, terms are sometimes used vaguely and should be checked. Also, termination and closing should not be used both of them.
On interworking participant information, the author checked the RD and could not identify corresponding requirements. The AD and SD are moot about this feature as well. However, the Interworking Function TS contains the following:

· Optional participant information when interworking MSRP chat to MMS (table BB2). The MMS IWF can even subscribe to participant information, see 5.2.3.1.1.9

· Interworkings other than MMS do not have any text on participant information.

Effect on our documents:

With the above, the author proposes to add text on interworking sesion termination to the AD, see below. For interworking participant information, no text is proposed, however the author is open to suggestions otherwise.

Regarding the other documents (RD, SD, IWF TS) there are certain inconsistencies, see above. The group should discuss this and decide for a way forward.

Change 1:  additions to section 5.3.1.6 of AD
5.3.1.6 Interworking Function

The Interworking Function provides interworking capabilities between CPM-based Services and Non-CPM Communication Services.
NOTE:
Within the CPM architecture it is possible that multiple instances of the Interworking Function exist at the same time, e.g. one per Non-CPM Communication Service.
The Interworking Function SHALL support the following functionalities:

· CPM Message handling:

· Forwarding a CPM Message to a Non-CPM Communication Service as a message specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service. 

· Receiving a message from the Non-CPM Communication Service and forwarding it as a CPM Message. 

· CPM File Transfer handling:

· Forwarding a CPM File Transfer initiation request to a Non-CPM Communication Service as a file transfer initiation request specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service, when the Non-CPM Communication Service supports file transfers.

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a file transfer initiation request from a Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Accepting the CPM File Transfer on behalf of the non-CPM User and sending the file in a message towards the Non-CPM Communication Service, when the Non-CPM Communication Service does not support file transfers, but does support messages.

· Rejecting the CPM File Transfer when the Non-CPM Communication Service does not support file transfers, nor supports messages.

· Forwarding the actual file of a CPM File Transfer to the Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding a file transfer initiation request from the Non-CPM Communication Service as a CPM File Transfer initiation request. 

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a CPM File Transfer initiation request to a Non-CPM Communication Service as the response to a file transfer initiation request.
· Forwarding the actual file of a file transfer received from a Non-CPM Communication Service towards the CPM environment as part of the CPM File Transfer.
· CPM Session signalling handling:

· Forwarding a CPM Session Invitation to a Non-CPM Communication Service as a session invitation or a non-CPM message inviting a User specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service, when the Non-CPM Communication Service supports sessions.

· Forwarding a CPM Session Invitation to a Non-CPM Communication Service as a non-CPM message inviting a User specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service, when the Non-CPM Communication Service does not support sessions.

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a session invitation or a non-CPM message inviting a User from a Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a non-CPM message inviting a User from a Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding a session invitation from the Non-CPM Communication Service as a CPM Session Invitation. 

· Forwarding the response (e.g. accept, deny, timeout) to a CPM Session Invitation to a Non-CPM Communication Service as the response to a session invitation.
· Forwarding requests to terminate a CPM Session to the Non-CPM Communication Service to which the original CPM Session Invitation was forwarded.
· Forwarding requests to terminate a session from the Non-CPM Communication Service as a CPM Session termination request.

· Media Stream handling:

· Forwarding Media of used Media Streams received from a CPM functional component to a Non-CPM Communication Service supporting the Media Stream Type of the Media Stream in the format specific for that Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding Media of used Media Streams data received from a Non-CPM Communication Service towards the CPM functional components (with appropriate format changes).

· Delivery notification and read reports handling:

· Forwarding delivery notifications and read reports to a Non-CPM Communication Service.

· Forwarding delivery notifications and read reports from a Non-CPM Communication Service.
