1. With the proposed changes, notifications are only sent in case of "Defer an Notify", i.e. when the Pull method of deferred message delivery is configured. However, out-of-band notifications should also be sent in the case that the Push method of deferred message delivery is configured and none of the CPM User''s CPM Clients are registered.
Ericsson: the comment is beyond the scope of the CR, right now the only call to this procedure is for the case of defer and notify, if Acision wants to enlarge the scope, they can bring a CR to call this procedure from wherever else they think it should be called.

2. Appendix I.1: The out-of-band notification may be shown to the end-user (depending on device settings). Therefore the out-of-band notification has to include some message details, such as originator, subject and size, to allow an end-user to decide whether he/she wants his/her CPM Client to be woken up. This is essential for roaming situations.

Ericsson : this functionality wil be suported by the Push enabler and not be the CPM enabler, so specifying something in the CPM enabler would not have much value, that's why I left to "operator defined". We could make recommendations, but I don't know how useful that will be.
Also note that the discussion in the group was that this message was targeted to the CPM client and not to the user, this was the reason invoked against using a “normal” SMS message.

3. Appendix I.1: The format of the contents of the push message still has to be defined. Just having the out-of-band notification formatted as a Push Message without contents is not enough.

Ericsson: same as above.


4. Appendix I.2: What is this "Appendix X"? This hasn't been defined yet and isn't present in the CONV TS baseline.

Ericsson: Appendix X is defined in agreed CR 36R03, I rely on the editor to fix this since we don't have the real Appendix number yet.

Change 1:  Fix 8.3.2.4.5  
8.3.2.4.5    Deferred CPM Message Notification
· When the CPM User preferences are set to “Defer and Notify”, the CPM Participating Function SHALL:

1. Defer the message as described in 8.3.2.3 “Defer CPM Messages”;
2. Send a SIP 202 “Accepted” response if the Deferred CPM Message is a Pager Mode message;

3. Determine which notification method to use based on the CPM Clients registration status

a. If at least one of the user’s CPM Clients is registered, the CPM Participating Function :

i. generate a SIP MESSAGE request per intended recipient according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3428];
ii. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header field with the feature-tag set to ‘+g.oma.cpm.system-message’ to indicate that the SIP MESSAGE request is a System Message;
iii. SHALL set the Request-URI(s) to registered CPM Address(es) of the intended recipient; 
iv. SHALL include the CPM Server Identity in the authenticated originator's CPM Address as specified in section 6.1 “Authenticated Originator’s CPM Address”;
v. SHALL include the User Agent header to indicate the CPM release version as specified in Appendix D “Release Version in User Agent and Server headers”; 
vi. SHALL include information about the Deferred CPM Message in the message body, including the unique message-URI-ID assigned to the message when it was deferred;
vii. SHALL include metadata about the deferred message as described in Appendix I.2 “In-band Deferred CPM Message Notification Format”;
viii. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards the CPM Client along the signalling path. 
b. If none of the user’s CPM Clients are registered, the CPM Participating Function SHALL send an out-of-band notification as described in Appendix I.1 “Out-of-band Deferred CPM message Notification Format”.

Appendix I CPM Notification Formats

I.1 Out-of-band Deferred CPM Message Notification Format

The out-of-band Deferred CPM Message Notification is sent using the Push enabler. The purpose of the out-of-band notification is to wake up the CPM Client to cause it to register for the CPM service. The message is not meant to be displayed to the user.
The CPM Participating Function SHALL submit a Push message as described in section 5.1 of [OMA-PAP]. The message contains a control entity and a content entity. The control entity is defined in [OMA-PAP] section 8.2 and the content entity is operator defined. The Push message SHALL be formatted according to [OMA-Push-Message] and the parameters of the message are described in [OMA-Push-OTA].
5.2.1.1 Note: a new application identifier “X-Wap-Application-Id” must be assigned by and registered with OMNA [OMNA] for identifying the CPM enabler.
I.2 In-band Deferred CPM Message Notification Format

The in -band Deferred CPM Message Notification is sent in a SIP MESSAGE request as specified in section 8.3.2.4.5 “Deferred CPM Message Notification”. 
The body of the message SHALL be an XML document carrying metadata about the deferred CPM Message.

The metadata is the same as the  metadata defined for the < deferred-messages> event package in Appendix X “Deferred Messages Metadata” with the stipulation that only one <message> element is included.
