6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Fix section 8.3.1.4
8.3.1.4   Handling Disposition Notification

When receiving a SIP MESSAGE request for a delivery notification or a read report, the CPM Participating Function MAY either forward the SIP MESSAGE directly to the  original sender of the CPM Message or MAY execute the following steps depending on operator policy:

1. SHALL extract the message-id and disposition type from the IMDN in the SIP MESSAGE request;
2. If there are cached message-ids, SHALL check whether the extracted message-id is the same as one of the cached message-ids.  
a. If the value is the same, the CPM Participating Function SHALL check whether the extracted disposition type is the same as the cached disposition type:
· if it is the same that a disposition of this type was already sent, the CPM Participating Function SHALL NOT forward the SIP MESSAGE request towards the originating CPM Client;
· otherwise, the CPM Participating Function SHALL cache the message-id and the disposition type and SHALL forward SIP MESSAGE request to the originating CPM Client.
b. Otherwise, the CPM Participating Function SHALL cache the extracted message-id and the disposition type and SHALL forward the SIP MESSAGE request to the originating CPM Client;
NOTE: The length of time during which message-ids are cached are dependent on operator policy.
3. If there are no cached message-ids, the CPM Participating Function SHALL cache the extracted message-id and the disposition type and SHALL forward SIP MESSAGE request to the terminating CPM Client.
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
