Ericsson comment on R&A:

1. Comment C340 is not a valid comment. The use case presented in this flow is for adding one or more media stream. Why is this not an acceptable case of modifying a session? Propose to close the comment without action. 2. Comment C342: In steps 5-6 the PF checks against the user Access Policy and not the Group Policy. Propose to reword to "against the user access policy and service provider policies ..". NOTE that there is a missing procedure in the Conv TS for handling session modifications on the terminating PF, which should be the same as handling session invitatons, since a re-invite is handled the same way as an original invite. This may have led to the confusion that triggered this comment.

NSN reply to Ericsson:
Not only is C340 a valid comment, but there is more reasoning why the flow needs to be fixed: the introductory sentence talks about adding media streams, while the diagram shows session modification in general. Also, the text under the diagram is inconsistent in being specific about addition in places and being generic in other places.
On user access policy, the SD does not this term. 

The CR itself remains unchanged, but Ericsson is welcome to bring a follow-up CR clarifying its intent with user access policy.

This section describes the case where a CPM Controlling Function offers a CPM Client participating in a CPM Group Session the addition, removal or modification of existing Media Streams.

CPM Participating Function B decides not to stay in the Media path.
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Figure 16: Modifying Media Streams in a CPM Group Session, terminating side

1. CPM Controlling Function X receives a CPM Session modification request from a CPM Client to modify Media Streams of the CPM Group Session as described in section B.2.4.2.1.

2-4. CPM Controlling Function X sends a CPM Session modification request towards CPM Client B offering the Media Streams currently used by CPM Client B and the added/removed/modified Media Streams as requested by CPM Client A.

5-6. CPM Participating Function B checks the CPM Session modification request against the service provider policies and if successfully authorized, CPM Participating Function B forwards the CPM Session modification request according to the Signalling Path used at the CPM Session establishment.

7. CPM Client B may present the updated Media Stream set to the CPM User and accepts all or non-empty subset of the offered Media Streams according to the CPM User decision. CPM Client B responds with an OK response containing the accepted Media Streams.

8-11. The OK response is routed towards CPM Controlling Function X.

12. CPM Client B and the CPM Controlling Function X exchange the Media within the newly negotiated Media Streams. CPM Client B sends to CPM Controlling Function X the Media acquired at the Device and CPM Client B renders the Media received from CPM Controlling Function X. CPM Controlling Function X sends to CPM Client B the mixed Media received from other participating CPM Clients and CPM Controlling Function X mixes the Media received from CPM Client B into the Media sent towards the other participating CPM Clients.
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
