Therefore our specifications should not assume that requests are being received from a specific component. Also, we are not going to check whether the sending entity indeed is a CPM Client, so the mentioning of it has no value at all.
( [LGE] Not clear. Any component can use the interface to CPM PF. But, in this case(i.e. originating CPM PF is waiting for response after processing SIP INVITE), the candidates that can generate SIP CANCEL are the originating CPM Client and interworking entities. The reason why I am not clear is that I don’t think interworking entities can generate canceling request.  ISF or IWF can generate error response.

Change 1:  Modify section 8.4.1.2
8.4.1.2. Receiving a Cancel Request

Upon receiving a SIP CANCEL request from the CPM Client, the CPM Participating Function performing as a B2BUA: 

1. SHALL act as UAS according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261]; and,

2. SHALL cancel the SIP INVITE request towards the SIP/IP core according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261].

When acting as a SIP proxy, rules and procedures as specified in [RFC3261] SHALL be applied.
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
