Change 1:  Update section 6.1.
6.1 Procedures at Message Storage Client

The Message Storage Client is a functional component of the CPM enabler, which allows the CPM User to view and manage (store, fetch, delete etc) the resources stored in the Message Storage Server. In addition to that the Message Storage Client notifies the CPM User of any changes to the stored resources in the Message Storage Server (e.g. new message arrived, message got read on another client).
The Message Storage Client SHALL act as an IMAP4 client as defined in [RFC3501]. In addition to that, the Message Storage Client SHALL support the “ACL” IMAP4 extension as defined in [RFC4314] and the “QRESYNC” IMAP4 extension as defined in [RFC5162]. Also, the Message Storage Client MAY support the “ANNOTATE” IMAP4 extension as defined in [RFC5257], the “CONVERT” IMAP4 extension as defined in [RFC5259] and/or the “METADATA” IMAP4 extension as defined in [RFC5464].
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
