The Conversation TS does not expand about this topic either. Neither does it give any examples of group names and how they relate to addresses of Conferencing Functions. For instance, it might be illustrating to users to see the address of a Conferencing Function as sip:ConferencingFunction27.BigCompany.com and the name of a pre-defined group be illustrated as sip:football-fans@ConfFctX.SmallCompany.eu
The PoC 1.0 Control Plane spec has for instance such examples in its Appendix F, illustrating many aspects – not just the relationship between group names and CF names -  in very specific ways. The CPM group should decide if we will add more illustrative examples or not.

The CPM Client SHALL include the address of the target CPM User or the target non-CPM Principal when sending a CPM Message to a single recipient. 

When sending a CPM Message to a CPM Ad-hoc Group, the CPM Client SHALL include the addresses of the target CPM Users and the target non-CPM Principals when sending the CPM Message. The CPM Client SHALL use the address of the CPM Controlling Function provisioned to the CPM Client as the target address of the CPM Message.

When sending a CPM Message to a CPM Pre-defined Group, the CPM Client SHALL include the address of the target CPM Pre-defined Group when sending the CPM Message. The CPM Client SHALL use the address of the CPM Pre-defined Group as the target address of the CPM Message.
NOTE:
