6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Modify section 8.3.2.4.1
8.3.2.4.1. Pushing Deferred CPM Messages

When the CPM Participating Function decides to push the Deferred CPM Messages, it
1. For each Deferred CPM Message, it SHALL check user preference of the registered CPM Client in order to determine if it is to be pushed as follows:

a. it SHALL check if there is any rule that is matching for the Deferred CPM Message;
Note: the <conditions> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements:
· the <identity> element as described in [RFC4745];

· the <external-list> element as defined in [OMA-XDM-Core] Section 5.5.2;

· the <other-identity> element as defined in [OMA-XDM-Core] Section 5.5.2;
· the <pager-mode-message> element as defined in [OMA-XDM-Core] Section 5.5.2;
b. it SHALL check, among the rules found in step a, if there is any rule where the <allow-reject-invite> action element sets to true. If such a rule is found, the Deferred CP Message remains deferred. Otherwise, continue with the rest of steps.
2.  SHALL generate an initial SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3261] and: 
3. SHALL set the Request-URI of the SIP INVITE request to the served CPM User identity;

4. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header with the CPM feature-tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.deferred’ according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3841]; 

5. SHALL include a User-Agent header to indicate the CPM release version as specified in Appendix D “Release Version in User-agent and Server headers”;

6. SHALL include the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.deferred’  in the Contact header field;

7.  SHALL include the feature tag “automata” in the Contact header field according [RFC3840];

8.  SHOULD include the Session-Expires header with the refresher parameter set to ''uac'' according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4028];

9.  SHALL include an SDP body as an SDP offer in the SIP INVITE request according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3264], [RFC4566] and [RFC4975] and additionally:

a. add either a session a=sendonly attribute; or,

b. a media a=sendonly attribute that modifies the m=message m-line in the SDP;

10. SHALL send the SIP INVITE request towards the served CPM User according to the rules and procedures of the [RFC3261].

On receipt of the SIP 200 "OK" response to the initial SIP INVITE request, the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL start the SIP Session timer using the value received in the Session-Expires header according to the rules and procedures of [RFC4028];

2. SHALL process the Deferred CPM Messages that are to be pushed as described in 8.3.2.4.3 ”Deferred CPM Message Delivery”.

Change 2:  Modify section 8.3.2.4.5
8.3.2.4.5. Deferred CPM Message Notification

When the CPM User preferences are set to “Defer and Notify”, the CPM Participating Function:

1. SHALL defer the message as described in 8.3.2.3 “Defer CPM Messages”;

2. SHALL send a SIP 202 “Accepted” response if the Deferred CPM Message is a Pager Mode message;

3. SHALL check user preference of each registered CPM Client(s) and deliver the notification if applicable as follows:
a. SHALL check if there is any rule that is matching for the Deferred CPM Messages.
Note: the <conditions> child element of any <rule> element MAY include the following child elements:
· the <identity> element as described in [RFC4745];

· the <external-list> element as defined in [OMA-XDM-Core] Section 5.5.2;

· the <other-identity> element as defined in [OMA-XDM-Core] Section 5.5.2;
· the <pager-mode-message> element as defined in [OMA-XDM-Core] Section 5.5.2;
b. SHALL check, among the rules found in step a, if there is any rule where the <allow-reject-invite> action element sets to true. If no such rule was found, , the CPM Participating Function :

i. SHALL generate a SIP MESSAGE request per intended recipient according to the rules and procedures of [RFC3428];

ii. SHALL include an Accept-Contact header field with the feature-tag set to ‘+g.oma.cpm.system-message’ to indicate that the SIP MESSAGE request is a System Message;

iii. SHALL set the Request-URI(s) to registered CPM Address of the intended recipient; 

iv. SHALL include the CPM Server Identity in the P-Asserted-Identity header;

v. SHALL include the Server header to indicate the CPM release version in the User Agent header as specified in Appendix D “Release Version in User-agent and Server headers”; 

vi. SHALL include information about the Deferred CPM Message in the message body, including the unique message-URI-ID assigned to the message when it was deferred;
vii. SHALL send the SIP MESSAGE request towards the CPM Client along the signalling path. 

4.  If no notification was sent in step 3, the CPM Participating Function SHALL ……
