2 Summary of Contribution

Proposed to close CONRR comment D265, D266 and D271 without action, respectively.
3 Detailed Proposal

The contributor proposes to close D265, D266 and D271 without action, respectively. The reason is as below:

D265: 
NSN and Samsung had discussed about handling of session invitation, especially the possibility to redirect the incoming call to a broker for e.g. voice mail. If the intention of this comment is to have CPM support additional service feature, however, Samsung doesn’t believe that the feature can be supported in CPM 1.0 by simply adding the possibility on the terminating client side. To guarantee it, we also need server-side process corresponding to client-side process (e.g., to redirect (or forward) the incoming call to a voice mail server or to extend the deferred messaging upto CPM Session). The proposed thing by the comment is a new feature and adding a new service feature would be a big deal and also unfeasible when considering CPM schedule. So it would be better to close this comment without action for CPM 1.0 and to postpone the discussion about this new feature to the next release of CPM.
