C.1.2 Contribution-ID
A Contribution-ID header in a MESSAGE or INVITE request indicates the CPM Contribution Identity associated with a CPM Message, CPM File Transfer, or CPM Session.

A sending CPM functional component MUST include a Contribution-ID header in each MESSAGE or INVITE request that are associated with a CPM Message, a CPM File Transfer, or a CPM Session. The sending CPM functional component MUST ensure that the included CPM Contribution Identity is unique within the context of the encompassing CPM Conversation. The algorithm to be used for creating a Contribution-ID SHALL follow the recommendations in [draft-session-id].
