Reason for closeness of D452:
In SIP message, Content_Length header can be used to provide the body length in bytes of the SIP message. So it can not be used to indicate the length of the media in media plane. For Large Mode CPM Message transfer, the ISF needs to know the size of the content of LMM to select an appropriate IWF.  Here it has to use the extension attribute file- selector in the SDP.
