	while ZTE attempts to address the raised comments, the underlying issue to differentiate between CPM Standalone Messages and CPM Chat Messages becomes more and more of a burden. First, it is at times non-trivial to decide if one of the two terms should be used (and which one) or if the generic term CPM Message should be used. Secondly, according to the ZTE proposal we will not have a single occurrence of CPM Chat Message in the SD. So, why introduce the term in the first place then? To increase the length of the spec? Thirdly, NSN is not confident that all changes proposed by ZTE are correct. Before having to investigate each one separately, we should investigate if this renaming is really worth the effort. Pls keep in mind here, that we have more documents to cover. Retracting from the terms CPM Standalone Message and CPM Chat Message would be much easier though: just search for the terms and delete the middle word.
