The IMAP operation for Object Remove is a two-step process and it includes a first request for flagging the object to be removed and then a second request for actual and permanent removal of the object in question from the Message Storage Server as described and reflected in Section 6 below.  
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  CPM TS Message Storage Section 6.2.3.5  

6.2.3.5   Object Remove Operation

The Object Remove Operation is a two-step process. The first is a request to Message Storage Server for tagging a “Delete” flag to the object that is identified for removal, and the second step is a request for actual and permanent removal of the object from the Message Storage Server as described below.

Upon receiving an IMAP STORE command with a UID pointing to the stored object to update the flag list of the object’s data and setting the “Delete” flag, the Message Storage Server SHALL handle the flagging request by setting the “Delete” flag according to the STORE command as defined in [RFC3501].     
Upon receiving an EXPUNGE request to remove the stored object with the UID pointing to the stored object of the Message Storage Server that had been flagged “Delete” for removal, the Message Storage Server SHALL handle the request to permanently remove the identified stored object according to the EXPUNGE command as defined in [RFC3501].
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
