Receiving Pager Mode CPM Message

On receipt of a SIP MESSAGE request with the CPM Feature Tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.msg’ corresponding to Pager Mode CPM Message the CPM Client: 

1. MAY reject the SIP MESSAGE request if it determines that there is not enough resources to handle the SIP MESSAGE request and then return a SIP 480 “Temporarily Unavailable” response;

Otherwise, the CPM Client:

1. SHALL generate a SIP 200 “OK” response according to rules and procedures of [RFC3428]; 

2. SHALL include the CPM release version in the Server header as specified in Appendix D “Release Version in User-agent and Server headers”;

3. SHALL include the P-Preferred-Identity header with one registered CPM Address of the CPM User;

4. SHALL include all of the Conversation-ID, Contribution-ID and InReplyTo-Contribution-ID headers received in the SIP MESSAGE request;

5. SHALL send the SIP response towards the initiating CPM Client according to rules and procedures of the SIP/IP Core.
6. The CPM Client SHALL handle the received Pager Mode CPM Message as described in section 7.2.7 ”Generate a CPM Standalone Message”.
Note to the Editor: In above step 6, the wrong section is referenced. Please correct to point to 7.2.8 Handling of Received CPM Standalone Message. This error must have happened when incorporating 2010-704r01, probably due to introduction of a new section.
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
