Comment:  “Conversation Storing” is a slightly ambiguous term. Subsections of 5.2.1.2 use the more appropriate “Recording” term.

Proposed Change: Replace by “Conversation Recording”. This should be applied consistently by checking all occurrences for storing/store, etc and check if they should be reworded.

This CR introduces consistency on wording regarding storing vs delivering vs recording. The underlying assumption is as follows:
A CPM Message (or session history or conversation history or file transfer history) can end up in the Message Storage Server due to two primary reasons: 

1. delivering the message to the Message Storage Server (and not to any client. Clients can see the message solely via sync with the Message Storage Server)

2. recording the message to the Message Storage Server (in parallel to delivering to clients)

Storing a message in the Message Storage Server, using the Store operation, is then just the mechanism underlying above two concepts. So, the mechanism stays the same, but the higher-level concepts differ.
This CR proposes to use above three highlighted terms in the appropriate places, see attached mark-up copy of the System Description. This mark-up copy uses its own highlighting in this colour to demonstrate places where the SD already uses above terms correctly (in contrast of the needed changes that are shown via change bars)

Also, flow C.3 was slightly re-written as we found minor issues with it during this investigation.

If the group agrees to this CR, the author takes an action to apply corresponding consistency checks to the other documents as well.
