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1 Reason for Change

The CPM User with multiple CPM User addresses can select any of his addresses to send CPM Message at any time during one registration period. The CPM Messages will be stored in the MSS identified by each CPM User address. 
Before CPM User sends one CPM Message, he can look for some media in the MMS and add it in the CPM Message. It will be extremely bad user experience if he has to login in with one address to look for something now and then log out and then login in again with another address to look for something in other storage.

This CR adds text to allow the user to use the multiple MSS accounts simultaneously.

6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  Add new section at MSS Client side
7.  Set Active Account Operation
Setting active account is an extension command to the specification [RFC3501].

When a Message Storage Client needs to set a particular CPM User address as the active account, the Message Storage Client SHALL send to the Message Storage Server a SELECTA request as the same way as select an active Folder as defined in [RFC3501] with the CPM User address that is to be set as the active account.

Change 2:  Add text to the authenticate operation 

5. Authenticate Operation

Upon receiving a STARTTLS request, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request and return a response according to the STARTTLS command as defined in [RFC3501]. The Message Storage Server SHALL at least support TLS and PSK-TLS as defined in [RFC2246] and [OMA-SEC-CF] for the TLS protocol negotiations.

Upon receiving an AUTHENTICATE request, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request and return a response according to the AUTHENTICATE command as defined in [RFC3501] and then complete the authentication process as defined in [RFC3501].

Upon receiving a LOGIN request, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request and return a response according to the LOGIN command as defined in [RFC3501].
After the Message Storage Server authenticates the Message Storage Client either using the SASL method or the plain-text username/password method successfully, the Message Storage Server SHALL interact with SIP/IP Core to request the implicit registration set as described in the [3GPP TS23.228] [3GPP TS24.229] / [3GPP2 X.S0013.004] [3GPP2 X.S-0013.005], if there are other CPM user addresses associated with the authenticated one, the associated addresses SHALL all be in authenticated states automatically.
Change 3:  Add new section  at MSS Server side

6.2.1.2 Set Active Account Operation

Upon receiving a SELECTA request to set one CPM User address active, the Message Storage Server SHALL process the request as the same way as SELECT command as specified in the specification [RFC3501] with the following clarifications:

1. No specific responses for this command;
2. If the CPM User address to be set as active account exists, the Message Storage Server SHALL return an OK response to the command;

3. If the CPM User address to be set as active account does not exist, the Message Storage Server SHALL return a NO response to the command. 

NOTE: the syntax of the responses in step 2 and step 3 are defined in the [RFC3501].
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
