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1 Reason for Change

At the Las Vegas meeting it was discussed and agreed to remove the modification of file transfer sessions from the CPM specifications, as they were deemed to be too complicated and not have much gain, especially as modifying file transfer sessions was inconsistent between one-to-one file transfer sessions and group file transfer sessions.

Therefore action CPM-2010-A045 was given to Acision to remove the modification of the file transfer sessions from the CPM specifications:

Change 1:  Remove modification of file transfer sessions from PF procedures.
8.6 CPM File Transfer Signalling Plane Handling

8.6.1 CPM File Transfer Initiation

The CPM Participating Function SHALL handle a CPM File Transfer initiation request (i.e. a SIP INVITE request that includes the ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.filetransfer’ CPM Feature Tag) in exactly the same manner as described for CPM Session Invitations in section 8.4.1 “CPM Session Invitation on the Originating Side” when operating in the originating network. When operating in the terminating network, the CPM Participating Function SHALL handle the CPM File Transfer initiation request in exactly the same manner as described in section 8.4.2 “CPM Session Invitation on Terminating Side”.

For both these procedures the CPM Participating Function SHALL use the feature tag ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.filetransfer’instead of ‘3gpp-service.ims.icsi.oma.cpm.session’. Also, with respect to the SDP contents of outgoing SIP INVITE requests the CPM Participating Function SHALL follow the rules and procedures of [RFC5547].


8.6.2 Closing a CPM File Transfer

The CPM Participating Function SHALL handle the closing of a CPM File Transfer session in exactly the same manner as defined for CPM Sessions in section 8.4.3 “Closing CPM Session”.
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
