8.2 User Preferences

The CPM User preferences stored in [OMA-XDM-Policy], User Preferences Profiles stored in [OMA-XDM-Policy] and active User Preference Profile indication stored in [OMA-XDM-UPP] can be accessed and managed according to procedures as specified in [OMA-XDM-Core].
8.2.1 Retrieving User Preferences

For retrieving the user preferences corresponding to the CPM User being served, the CPM functional components:

1. SHALL access the UPP Directory document specified in [OMA-XDM-UPP], according to procedures in [OMA-XDM-Core], to identify
a. the active User Preferences Profile specified in <active-upp> element for each CPM User’s registered device(s)


b. the default active User Preferences Profile specified in <default-upp> element, when there are no CPM User’s registered device(s)
2. SHALL access the User Access Policy document specified in [OMA-XDM-Policy], according to procedures specified in [OMA-XDM-Core], to retrieve the user preferences including the user preferences of an active or default User Preferences Profile identified in Step-1.
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
