Comment: It was stated that PF can be in the media path due provider policies and the policies may depend on parameters such as the following 

· “If the Conversation History Function is supported and a user has his history settings active when he receives a CPM Session Invitation or a Large Message Mode Invitation;

· If the CPM Participating Function needs to do charging.

· If the CPM Participating Function needs to handle multiple devices for the CPM User for session invitations”

At least bullet 1 and 3 is functionality of the PF and should not be about policy …It MUST be part of the procedure that if these functionalities are being offered for a CPM user, the PF MUST be in the media path…

Proposed Change: Please indicate when PF MUST be in the media path and then in addition , some description of service provider policies some additional criteria when PF could be in the Media path

The topic of when the PF/CF should be or not to be on the media path was discussed intensely in August 2009 in the Singapore meeting. NSN slides 2009-0354 had proposed the following:

· All CPM Messages go through the PF, independent of their size

· Real-time traffic (negotiated via SIP INVITE) can go or not go through the PF. This is decided on a case by case basis when processing the SIP INVITE

· Service provider policies steer the decision such that e.g.

· the PF is on the media path of all MSRP sessions

· The PF is not on the media path for RTP media.

· It is FFS if other factors should influence the decision. Such investigations will be left to the next CPM release

· The CF always remains on the media path

All this was agreed upon after discussion, including a show-of-hands on the issue of large message mode, resulting in the PF always being on the media path for LMM.
As to the above CONRR comment, it requires further study already alluded to in slides 2009-0354 (see above FFS clause). As we had agreed to do this only in the next CPM release, the CONRR comment’s requests cannot be fulfilled for the time being – though they are meaningful input for forthcoming investigation. If a volunteer steps up now to do this investigation within a short time frame, NSN would not object.
When looking at the existing text in the offending section 8.4 in the Conversation Function TS, it has to be noted that this text does not fully follow the above conclusions (as this text had been accepted before above slides were published this is no real surprise though). Therefore, this CR now corrects section 8.4 to align with the agreed recommendations of slides 2009-0354. 

In addition, minor wording issues were corrected.

CPM Session Signalling Plane Handling

The CPM Participating Function may or may not stay in the media path depending on service provider’s policies. These policies may be static such that the CPM Participating Function always stays or always does not stay in the media path, or the policies may depend on parameters such as:

1. If a CPM User has a subscription to the Message Storage Server and a user preference is set to record CPM Conversation History when he receives a CPM Session Invitation;

2. If the CPM Participating Function needs to do charging.

3. If the CPM Participating Function needs to handle multiple devices for the CPM User for session invitations

When the CPM Participating Function stays in the media path acting as a back-to-back user agent (B2BUA), the following applies:

1. The CPM Participating Function acts as a user agent for both SIP sessions it connects. The B2BUA behaves as a user agent server for the incoming side and as a user agent client for the outgoing side(s). 

2. The CPM Participating Function then 
3. correlates both sides of the SIP session, by mapping the corresponding SIP session identities of the SIP sessions, and it maintains call state for all SIP sessions it handles, thus enabling end-to-end communication.
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
