This Action Item follows the agreement reached on OMA-MWG-CPM-2010-0284R02-CR_CS_CONR_D534_D537.zip to remove any references to “Content Adaptation” in CPM V1.0 documents. A search throughout the CPM documents resulted in finding some instances where this feature was mentioned. This CR relates to the cases found in the CPM RD document as detailed in Section 5 below.
The R01 revision corrects this author’s own mistake in changing CPM-CONV-004a instead of CPM-CONV-004b.

The R02 revision addresses the following commdents received during the R&A review period: 
Acision (No Objection)

Although Acision has no problem with the actual proposed change, it does want to make a some comments:
1. Acision interprets the removal of requirement CPM-CONV-004a, as the removal from this CR, not as a proposal to remove the requirement from the RD.
2. Acision has no problem with changing the requirement into a "MAY", but it needs to be noted that this requirement does not really apply to the Message Storage Preview functionality, but rather to in-line content-adaptation prior to delivery to a CPM Client.
3. It needs to be noted that the changed requirement CPM-CONV-004b has already been marked as "Future" in the latest baseline of the RD.

NSN (Objection)

CPM-CONV requirements are targeted at the SIP / PF / CF parts of the specification, not at the Message Storage (that has its STOR requirements). So, rather mark CPM-CONV-004b as Future. on CPM-CONV-005, note that re-direct is different from forwarding. Re-directing of messages is not supported in the TS. Therefore, this requirements should be marked Future as well.
Regarding Acision Comment #1: Correct, it is not meant to remove CPM-CONV-004a from the RD. A note was added RD Editor for not removing it.
Regarding Acision Comment #2: Agree, the requirement is rather general and could apply to either pre or post storing of the CPM Message. Either way, the mandatory nature of the requirement should be relaxed as proposed by this author,
Regarding Acision Comment#3: Yes, the change was already noticed, and that change will not impact the proposed change here.

Regarding NSN Comment: This CR is proposing to relax the mandatory nature of requirement CPM-CONV-004a and not making it for “FUTURE”! The proposal for “Re-direction of messages” should come in a separate CR if NSN wish to make such a proposal.

5 Recommendation

In the CPM RD document, there are the following 2 references to “Content Adaptation” in CPM V1.0 as follows:

1. Requirement CPM-CONV-004b stating “The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to support the content adaptation for a CPM Message based on device capabilities and service provider’s policies.” However, this requirement is not consistent with an already agreed note in the TS Message Storage! “NOTE3” in Section 6.3.3 of the TS Message Storage Server states: “NOTE3: A “Preview Fetch” operation MAY involve a server-side content adaptation in response to the client request for the stored object in a compacted or digested form rather than in its original full size and shape.” 
To ensure consistency between the RD and the TS Message Storage, it is proposed to revise this requirement by changing the verb “SHALL” to “MAY”. 
2. Requirement CPM-CONV-005 stating “The CPM Enabler SHALL be able to re-direct an incoming CPM Standalone Message to any address based on the user defined preference/settings, Communication Capabilities, and service provider policies, relating to Media Types and/or content adaptation.” This requirement is met by the proposed change in the SD document for “Content Adaptation” from the PF’s own capability to redirect the request. Therefore, this requirement can stay as it is.
No changes from Revision R01 to R02 is proposed except providing some additional explanations and clarification regarding comments received during the R&A Session. The proposed change for Sections 6.1.1 of the CPM RD is presented in Section 6 below.
