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1 Reason for Change

This change request proposes a large amount of editorial corrections and bug fixes for the Conversation Functions TS, after a thorough review of that document.
Note that this change request covers all chapters up to and including chapter 8 (CPM Participating Function procedures). A separate CR will be created for the remaining chapters.

Besides purely editorial updates, the following bug-fixes are made:

1. Replacement of the [draft-update-pai] reference with the formal CR, [RFC5876].

2. Replacement of the term CPM User with Principal in the appropriate places, as CPM does not require users to be the endpoints all the time, it could be applications, interworking, or other kinds of automata.

3. Removal of remnants of VAS functionality from the Introduction section.

4. Generalize the procedures on communicating with the ISF (section 8.3.1.7), placed it in the Common Procedures chapter, and using it from the PF procedures. The section is put in the common procedures to also be able to refer to it from the CPM Controlling Function procedures chapter.

5. Reordering of steps in procedures that create SIP requests to get a more logical ordering (first Request-URI, then headers, then body parts).

6. Fixed the misalignment with RFC 3428 with respect to the size limit of Pager Mode messages.

7. Clarifications to the CPM Client procedures on handling the Reply-To header when creating replies.

8. Consistently refer to [RFC3261] when it comes to the handling of basic SIP requests and SIP responses. This also handles action CPM-2010-A014.

9. Alignment of the CPM Client procedures for adding and removing participants to/from a CPM Group Session. Both procedures are very much alike, and updates are proposed to align the wording of these procedures.

Note that this change request has already integrated change requests 363R03 and 822R01, as no baseline exists with these CR’s incorporated, to prevent conflicting changes in this change request. The changes as a result of those CR’s are clearly marked as such.

This change request attempts to not make conflicting changes to sections for which the author is aware that other change requests have been submitted, however, this has not always been possible.
