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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses the issue of inconsistency between the current description in Section 5.2.2.2.3 “Handing over Deferred CPM Messages to the Message Storage Server” of the SD document and the specifications in Section 8.3.1.6.4 “Handing over Deferred CPM Messages to the Message Storage Server” of the TS Conversation Functions, which was agreed in CR#890R02.

5 Recommendation

The current text of the SD in Section 5.2.2.2.3 states:

The CPM Participating Function SHALL:

1. Add the expiry time and the action upon expiration based on user preferences (i.e., discard, store) to the  CPM Standalone Message and store the CPM Standalone Message in the Message Storage Server,
2. Respond with positive delivery notification to the delivery notification request for the Deferred CPM Message as delivered.

In the newly agreed text of CR#890R02 for Section 8.3.1.6.4 of the TS Conversation Function states, there is no addition of Expiry Time no assignment of actions by the PF in the TS Conversation Functions document to the Message Storage Server. It does however, make adjustment and set anew the Expiry Time. Therefore, in order to ensure consistency, it is proposed to remove from the SD document the text related to the actions as shown in Section 6 below. 
6 Detailed Change Proposal

Change 1:  CPM SD Section 5.2.2.2.3
5.2.2.2.3
Handing over Deferred CPM Messages to the Message Storage Server
The CPM Participating Function SHALL:

3. Re-set the expiry time  of the  CPM Standalone Message and store the CPM Standalone Message in the Message Storage Server,
4. Respond with positive delivery notification to the delivery notification request for the Deferred CPM Message as delivered.

Upon receiving a Deferred CPM Message, the Message Storage Server SHALL 
1. Store the Deferred CPM Message as a temporary  stored object 

2. Notify the Message Storage Client of the arrival of the new message

3. Monitor the message’s expiry time and based on user preferences:

a. Either discard the Deferred CPM Message if the expiry is reached before the CPM User accessed the message, or

b. Store the Deferred CPM Message as a stored object.
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
