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1 Reason for Change

This CR addresses an inconsistency that was detected between the CPM AD and the CPM TS Message Storage in CPM Version 1.0 on the subject of handling “Standalone Media Objects” as stored objects.
This R01 revised version was prepared to address the following technical comments made during the R&A process of 29 November through 5 December 2010:

Acision: 
While Acision agrees that the current AD seems to suggest that there is no storage for standalone Media Objects at all, while we have the hack for this in the Message Storage Server, it doesn''t think that the proposed change is appropriate to fix this, as the proposed changes seems to negate the future versions appendix, in which a separate network storage for standalone Media Objects will be introduced.

NSN: 
This CR violates earlier conclusions to separate storage of conversation traffic from storage of stand-alone media. While we phased out the stand-alone media storage from Release 1 (to speed up the first release), it is left to a later release to specify an adequate media storage. As argued multiple times, IMAP stores were designed to hold messages and are very limited when it comes to storing stand-alone media, and the last minute additions forced by Alcatel-Lucent into the CPM 1.0 release are by no means a replacement for a proper media storage. ….. 
In agreement with Acision’s comment, Change 2 was deleted from this R01 vision in order to leave the provision for “a separate network storage for standalone Media Objects” in CPM “Future Versions”. 
This R02 version addresses the following comment submitted by NSN in the R&A portal:

NSN: This revision might be misunderstood. It intends to withdraw the originally proposed Change 2 but shows the entire section 4.2 deleted. It might be more appropriate to not show a Change 2 at all anymore such that DSO might not mistakenly delete section 4.2.
On Change 1, NSN would accept it if we can clarify the addition of standalone media by saying something like "and a limited form of Standalone Media Objects" 
Agree with the suggestion to remove the stricken out Change 2 from this CR for not confusing DSO. Regarding the second suggestions, we can qualify the support by actually stating what is the limitation or even better how the standalone media objects are handled in the Message Storage. For that, we added the qualifier text “wrapped in MIME format” in Change 1.

5 Recommendation

The CPM AD document erroneously states that support for storage management of “Standalone Media Objects” falls within the scope of CPM “Future Versions” as described in Section 4.2. This is not consistent with the specifications of managing “Media Objects” as both standalone and attached in the CPM TS Message Storage Server in CPM Version 1.0 (OMA-TS-CPM_MessageStorage-V1_0-20101012-C.zip) as stated in Sections 1 (Scope), 4 (Introduction), 4.1 (Version V1.0), 5.2.6 (Stand-alone Media Objects). 
To remove this discrepancy and inconsistency, this CR recommends that the CPM group to agree on the proposal to fix this inconsistency as shown in Section 6 below.

CPM Enabler version 1.0 offers:

· support for the following CPM conversation requirements:

· Immediate Messaging and Deferred Delivery Messaging (with temporary server storage and subsequent delivery). 

· Exchanging files with multimedia contents after explicit recipient authorization (file transfer feature).
· Add or remove Media Streams at any time during a CPM Session. 

· Add or remove users at any time during a CPM Session.

· support for discrete (e.g. text, image, video clip, audio clip, voice clip, binary file) Media Types and continuous (e.g. bidirectional voice, streaming video) Media Stream Types. 

· support for the initiation of CPM Conversations for CPM Pre-defined Groups and CPM Ad-hoc Groups. 

· support for CPM Users to set up several User Preferences Profiles like Office, Home, Meeting, etc. to which the preferences of the CPM User are associated.

· an environment supporting multiple CPM Addresses and multiple Devices aiming for best user experience in today's heterogeneous world for services, networks and Devices.
· interaction with the Presence Enabler.

· support for interworking with Non-CPM Communication Services. 

· inclusion of a network-based storage for CPM Messages, CPM File Transfer Histories, CPM Session Histories, and MIME format wrapped Standalone Media Objects.  All these data can be synchronized to all the Devices of the CPM User.
· support for interoperability between multiple networks, i.e. CPM Conversations between Principals from different CPM service providers.
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
