6 Detailed Change Proposal
5.3.1.3 Interworking Execution

Upon receiving a CPM Session Invitation or a CPM Message, the selected Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message to a non-CPM session invitation or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and route the non-CPM session invitation or the non-CPM message towards the address provided by the Interworking Selection Function. 
NOTE 1:
Based on operator policy or internal IWF procedures, there might be instances where the IWF provides a response before it receives one from the non-CPM system. See Appendix C 5.1.
Upon receiving a CPM Session modification request, the Interworking Function SHALL check if the offered Media Stream is supported by itself. If supported, the Interworking Function SHALL convert the CPM Session modification request to a non-CPM session modification or a non-CPM message according to the Non-CPM Communication Service procedures and route the non-CPM session modification or the non-CPM message towards the same non-CPM address as used at CPM Session establishment. Otherwise, the Interworking Function SHALL reject the CPM Session modification request with an appropriate error response.
Upon receiving a disposition notification, the Interworking Function SHALL convert the disposition notification to a non-CPM disposition notification and route the non-CPM disposition notification towards the address provided in the received Non-CPM Message.
Depending on the Non-CPM Communication Service, the selected Interworking Function SHALL store the CPM Contribution Identity and an identifying information of the corresponding message for the Non-CPM Communication Service.

When the CPM Message was originally sent to a CPM Group, the Interworking Function SHALL apply the following:

· For a CPM Message that was sent to a CPM Pre-defined Group with request of disposition notification, the selected Interworking Function SHALL store the originator address of the CPM Message as the final destination address of the CPM Message disposition notification.

NOTE 2:
The originator address needs to be stored because it is not carried in the non-CPM message.
· For a CPM Message that was sent to CPM Ad-hoc Group with request of disposition notification, the selected Interworking Function SHALL store the ad-hoc group address of the CPM Message, if available, for the CPM Message disposition notification.
NOTE 3:
The Ad-hoc Group address needs to be stored because it is not carried in the non-CPM message.
NOTE 4:
The exact definition of identifying information depends upon the target non-CPM Communication Service. For example, identifying information can be a numeric id, user address, time stamp or combination of these parameters.

Once a session between the CPM User and the non-CPM User has been established, the Interworking Function SHALL convert the Media exchanged via the session.

5.3.1.3.1 CPM Conversation Interworking

The Interworking Function SHOULD support the CPM Conversation interworking functionality described in this section if conversation indications are not supported by the Non-CPM Communication Service to interwork with.

If CPM Conversation indications are included in a received CPM Session Invitation or a received CPM Message, the Interworking Function SHALL extract from the CPM Session Invitation or the CPM Message:

· the received CPM Conversation Identity indication; and, 

· the received CPM Contribution Identity indication

and SHALL construct a non-CPM conversation identifying information for the target Non-CPM Communication Service. The Interworking Function SHALL construct the non-CPM conversation identifying information in the same way as it would when interworking in the reverse direction (i.e. non-CPM to CPM) for the target Non-CPM Communication Service.
NOTE 1: The exact definition of non-CPM conversation identifying information depends upon the target Non-CPM Communication Service. For example, this can be a numeric id, originator and recipient address, subject or a combination of these parameters etc.
The Interworking Function SHALL check if the extracted CPM Conversation Identity indication and non-CPM conversation identifying information were already stored, and if not, SHALL store the extracted indications and information and associate a validity period with them. If the extracted CPM Conversation Identity indication and non-CPM conversation identifying information were already stored, the Interworking Function SHALL replace the stored CPM Contribution Identity indication with the extracted CPM Contribution Identity indication and reset the validity period associated with the stored indications and information.

NOTE 2: The validity period (e.g. defined by the service provider) provides the period of time during which a CPM Conversation is considered ongoing and its associated indications and information are used by the Interworking Function.

If the validity period associated with a stored set of CPM Conversation Identity indication, CPM Contribution Identity indication and non-CPM conversation identifying information is reached, the Interworking Function MAY remove these stored indications and information.
NOTE 3:
Based on operator policy or internal IWF procedures, there might be instances where the IWF provides a response before it receives one from the non-CPM system. See Appendix C 5.1.
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
